Wilfrid Laurier). Mr. Speaker, I cannot ln-
form the hon, gentleman (Mr. Lancaster)
if the report dIstributed of my speech on
that occasion is accurate or not. I presume,
however, It is substantially correct. The
question to which It refers is now under-
going the consideration of the government.

LAKE BRIE AND DETROIT RIVER RAILWAY
SLTBSIDY.

Mr. ROBINSON (West Elgin) asked:

1. Did the government either give or promise
to give the sum of $3,200 per mile to the Lake
Erie and Detroit River Railway extension, and

was being passed upon. The government,
ln the Bill providing for this subsidy, re-
served the question of the grant; for deter-
mination, after inquiry, by the Railway
Committee of the Privy Council, as to whe-
ther adequate and efficient; running powers
should be arranged for by the Lake Erie
and Detroit River Railway over the Michi-
gan Central line. An objection was taken
ln parliament by gentlemen in opposition to
such qualifying clause being introduced, and
it was insisted that the grant should be
made witbout any qualification whatever.
This view was pressed strongly, and a
motion in amendment was made to strike
out the qualifying clause ; it was lost on a
division. The Railway Committee of the
Privy Council subsequently beard evidence
upon the whole question, examined into It
carefully, and came to the conclusion that
satisfactory arrange~ments could not be
made over the Michigan Central Railway
for the running of the Lake Erie and De-
troit River trains.
