According to the|12th annual report
of Superintendenht Kelso, the percent-
age of the juvénile| criminally inclined
is smaller in Ontario than in any state
or province on thg continent. There
are less than 400 inmates of the various
provincial institutions. There are now
36 branches of the /Children’s Aid So-
ciety, and during 1904, 380 children were
placed in foster-homes, a saving to the
province of over $30.000. - Fully $100.-
000 was saved by transferring the 100
boys from the Pengtang Reformatory
to foster-homes. Omly four of them
have since got into trouble with the
police. There werel 1230 boys and £70

girls brought from  the old country.

danger that the city is to be sold to the’

Street Railway Company, as well as to

the Light, Heat and Power Company, !

half .century td come, at least. THe
oppression of the Light, Heat and Pow-
&r Company already has caused West-
mount to make preliminary efforts to
escape from it, which luckily it-was in

its power to do. But we, if we permit!
our city council to extend the street!

railway contract, as now proposed, shall
find ourelves bound hand and foot and
gagged, with no chance or hope of
escape, and in danger of suffocation,
Apart from that,which is =erious enough
in all conscience, the proposition is ab-
surd financially, so far as the interests
of the city are concerned.
shown that while the City of Toronto
received from the Toronto ‘Street Rail-

way Company for the year 1903 a total

of $298,839, the City of Montreal only
received from the Montreal Street Rail-
way Company $126,965, or only about 42
rer cent of what Toronto got; and that
last year Toronto received $347.609 to
our $127,843; that is to say, we did not
receive much more than a third of what

| Téronto réceived. Kven if we were to

receive the extra hundred thousand dol=
lars a year that many of the city coun-
cillors are said to be ready to sell us
for, even then, on the bas's of last
year's receipts, we should receive only
two=thirds of what Toronto receives,
with a constantly diminishing ratio as
the business grows. Yet Toronto bit-
terly complains of its bargain. The mere
fact that the Montrea] Street Railway
is offering even the present extra pay-
ments is, however, proof positive of the
bad bargain that the Prefontaine-Rain~
vile regime made for.the city. There
are two other considerations. There is
an undoubted movement in our day in
the direction of national and municipal
cwnership of public uti]ities, forced in
great measure by the rapacity and the
insolence of the great trusts. Neither
Canagdian party has a.-menopoly of such
a desire, as we have seen the Consarva=
tives at the Dominion elections stump-
ing, the country, 'in-.fayor of natjonal
ownership of the projected transconti-
nental railway; and, more recently, Mr.

The great force which
hasg revolutionized the economic condi-
tions of the world is thus becoming ob-
solete within a hundred years. Such
a fact as that exhibits the astonishing-
‘ly rapid rate of development in which
tne world is progressing. The nine-
teenth century was the age of steam;
the twentieth century is to be empha~
tically the age of electricity. No man
can safely predict the limitg to which
electrical development will proceed,but
it is safe to say that iut the end of this
century, conditions of life upon the
globe will be wonderfully changed from
those which now 'exist, by reason of
the ability of men to contrq] this mys-
terious but wonderful force to their ad:
vantage. We are now actually engag-
ed in transmitting speech without
wires, 3
of wonders.”
