His constant
readiness to co-operate in works of benevolence
has been long a topie of universal praise; and his
enlightened philanthrophy was something inore
than the induigence of a kindly, liberal, and sym=
pathising disposition. \Whenever he honoured &
charitable institution by his patronage—and there
are tew national charities of approved utility whiei
he has not so honoured at some period —the effeet
of his contribution or of his presidency was not
wmerely to prevent suffering, o relieve poverty, ot
10 oothe pain; it was felt and seen that, by apply-
ing the influence of Royal birth and exalted station
to the promotion of such high and holy objects, he
| was winning golden opinions for all of lf}\e same
{degree who might come after him, and strengthen-

ing—what, indeed, hardly requires strengthening
[ —the unshaken attachment of the British nation to

the Throne. Long will his hame live in the hearts
of a people with whose interests and feelings he

loved to identify himself, and whose characteristie
! virtues were admirbly exemplified in his own kind -
! ly and unassuming nature.—| Morning Chroniele.

| vast number of carrisges and horsemen. 'I'he re-
| ceipts must have been very large. The President
{ of the republic was present, and was received with
great enthusiasm. The balloon was fifteen metres
1 diameter, 47 10 eireumference, and 20 high,but

it only weighed 150 kilogrammes, It was a mat-
| ter of considerable difficulty to il the balioon with
{pas, owing to the violent wind which prevailed,
and; when it was filled. it was beaten to and fro ro
! strongly that several of the spectators had to assist
{in holding it. At a little before six o'clok the
horse, a handsome dapple gray, wvas brought out.
i A stout cloth was placed ronnd the body, and seve-
{ ral straps, passed over the shoulders and loins, were
united 1 rings, and by these rings the animal

was attached by eords to the net work of the bal-

loon. A platform of basketwork, seven or eight

feet nbove the horse, contained the ballast, and to

this platform the aeronaut had aceess hy means of

a rope ladder, A cord, passing through an opening
{m the platform, enabled him to apen the valve of

the balloon. :

( with him several bottles of wine and some bread.
