States, Canada and Mexico.

(New York Paper.)
Some, amazing figures are given in the
1907 edition of Moody’s Manual, just issu-
ed. The comprehensive publication re-

.| ports more than $36,000,000,000 of invest-

ed corporate capital in the United States,
Canada and Mexico. The steam railroads
aggregate nearly 16,000,000,000 public util-
ities more than 8,000,000,000 and industri-
als and mines nearly 13,000,000,000. -

The figures which are of most striking
interest to the public are the totals show-
ing the amount of capital invested in the
various public utility corporations of the
United States. No less than $8,129,536,-
000 is pérpresented in this -particular field.

'| In the eleétric traction the total reaches no

less than $4,422 764,000, which is nearly
one-third the par value of steam railroad
capitalization. The government estimate
of capitalization.in this field only a few
months ago was about $3,300,000,000.

In the gas and electric light field the
Manual reports a total of $1,903,629,000,
which is also considerably higher than any
figures heretofore officially furnished.

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THE MORTALITY ..
x IS APPALLING
Bishop of Huron on the Sublect
_of Large Death Rate of
Children in Canada. .

At London, Ontario, this week, the

Bishdp of Huronm, in an address on Tife

Physical Well-Being in This 'Country,
dealt with infant mortality in this etrik-
ing manner, as reported in the Toropto
Globe:— 4

“Taking the average for three years a
multitude. of 8,454 children, under five
years of age have been taken to their
graves each year. Of all the ‘funerals that
pass along our streets one out of every
four is that of a child under five years of
age. This is appalling, particularly wifen
we realize that under different conditions
this enormous mortality ‘might be greatly
reduced. For doctors, who have given this
subect eerious consideration, declare that
this enormous mortality is mainly due to
ignoranceé, ignorance regarding the laws of
Health generally, and particularly the laws
of health concerning infants, resulting in
improper feeding, want of cleanliness and
unsanitary sutroundings.

“Perhaps the whole community should
bear the blame of this ignorance, for there
is an entire absence in our public school
training of any instruction of the future
fathers and mothers of the state in the
duties of parenthood However different
the part of thetwo sexes in life we equip
both with precisely the same training as
if we were all of one sex. We crowd the
minds of both sexes with a multitude of
facts, many of which will be useless to
them in after life, but for the most inevit-
able work that falls to the lot of the vast
majority, and that the most important
from the state’s point of view—the bring-
ing up of children—we make no provision.
Hence the ignorance and the enormous
mortality.

'

THE REMEDY.

“What is to be done? Three things at
least.

“The subject of hygiene should receive
more prominence in our school system.

“There should be a difference between
the education of boys and’girls. At any
rate, there should be continuing classes
for the elder girls, in which they could
be instructed in the duties and responsib-
ilities of motherhood.

“The state should provide, as a meas-
ure of self-preservation, that.ite mothers
should not be left entirely to chance or
blind instinct and affection as to how to
care for their little ones in their tender-
est years. The inauguration of eome such
system would tend to make women more
womanly, in that it would impress upon
them the supreme ideal of the sex, name-
ly,l motherhood.”
