Boston, - Sept. 24—Base running has
been a big factor in the pennant drive of
the Chicago White Sox. In fact; rival
teams in the American League might
accuse them of “stealing” the pennant,
for the latest base running figures show
Rowland’s team to be far in advance of
the field. The pace set by the Rowland
men has netted them a total of nearly
200 stolen bases in games played up to
September 5, and they rank today as the
best base running club in either majot
league. The Cleveland Indians rank
second in this department while the Cin-
The base
running of four White Sox has been par-
ticularly brilliant. Eddie Collins leads
his team with a total of thirty-five stolen
cushions, while Nemo t.eiboid, George
Weaver and Happy Felsh, with Collins,
have stolen 101 bases between them.

BADGES FOR WAR HEROES -

Military Record, London: After long
hesitation the war office have decided to
distinguish the men who have been on
active service at the front by a special
chevron on the uniform. The men of
the First Expeditionary Force and the
Territorials who followed them in the
autumn of 1914 will wear a chevron of
one color. Those who have been to the
front in the subsequent years will wear |
a decoration of another color. Everyone |
will speedily become accustomed to re-|
cognize the mark of those who have
“been to the front,” and the men who|
have faced the enemy’s bullets will be
distinguished -from those who have never
left this country. Mr. Macpherson, in
announcing the readiness of the war: of-
fice to adopt this plan, explained some

of the ditticulties fwhich had presented
themselves in settling this apparently
simple matter. The first desire was {o
give a special mark to the First Expedi-
tionary Force, but this was found to be
unfair to the men who were ready to go
out in the first days of the war, but were
kept back through want of transport.
Moreover, the Territorials  who, as Lord
French has often said, saved the gitua-

tion during the first antumn, had a strong
claim to share in the distinction. Conse-
quently the highest badge of honor is to

be given to all men who went out in
1914. All men who have gone out be-
tween 1915 and the present time will get
the second type of chevron. The ques-
tion then arose whether a line of demar-
cation should be kept between those who
served in the trenches and those at the
base, but this was ruled out. 'T'o pre-
vent the badge becoming “cheapened,”
its issue was to be limited to men who
had served abroad six months, but many
members claimed that it ought also to
go to those who had been invalided home
from Salonika by dysentery and other
illnesses due to service. These are mat-
ters on which no precise decision has yet
been taken, but within a week or two
the new mark of distinction ought to
make its appearance in the streets to
show the men who have been to the
front.
