Moscow, June 22—As a result of the 
assassination of Vorovsky, Soviet rep­
resentative at the Lausanne peace con­
ference, Russia has decided to boycott 
Switzerland. A decree instructs Rus­
sian plenipotentiaries and consuls 
abroad to refuse vises to Swiss subjects, 
except workmen, desiring to enter Rus­
sia. All business deals with the Swiss 
are to be cancelled and the initiation 
of new commercial negotiations is for­
bidden.

Paris, June 22.—(Canadian Press 
Cable via Reuter’s).—The French Sen­
ate has passed the necessary appro­
priation for the maintenance of an am­
bassador to the Vatican, but only after 
a very spirited debate between Pre­
mier Poincare and Senator Berard. 
The latter maintained that such an ap­
pointment had no salutory effect upon 
the foreign policy of the Holy See 
favorable to the interests of France.

Premier Poincare replied that when 
the plebiscite was taken in Upper Sile­
sia, Monseigneur Bertram, who was a 
pro-German, was recalled. The Vati­
can, by reason of having a French Am­
bassador there, had designated several 
French bishops for positions in the Or­
ient. Monsignor Raymond, a friend of 
Senator Berard, had even been made a 
bishop with the army on the Rhine, 
said the Premier, and had convinced 
the envoy of His Holiness in the Ruhr 
Of the untruthfulness of certain Ger­
man statements. In short, the Ambas­
sador had achieved much without 
France being called upon to sacrifice 
her principles.
