$10,000 is the price of an ordinary, every-
day K. B, the K. C. M. G’s, the G. C.

With the American Army in France,
Feb. 21—(By the Associated Press)—
The artillery duel continues night and
day. The enemy §8 firing an - ever-
greater number of shells, but only in-
significant damage has been done to the
American lines. American shells; on the
other hand, appear to be hitting import-
ant enemy positions with regularity ex-
cept when a ground haze 8bscures ob-
servation.

Activity in the air has not diminished
and numbers of German machines con-
tinue to cross the American lines. To-
day a German machine flew so le t
it emptied its machine gun into a gromp
of American soldiers gathered around a
camp kitchen. The enemy airmen 'in
the airplane were clearly seen. No cas-
ualties were reported today.

A large number of German guns are
fnow opposite the American sector.
Among them are some 88's, probably
from the Russian front.

London, Feb, 21—The great assistance
which the air services, naval and mili-

In September last 139
enemy machines were definitely ascer-
tained to have been destroyed by British
airmen, thirteen were brought down by
anti-aircraft guns, and 122 were driven
down out of control. Through the.di-
rection of airmen in one day 127 hostile
batteries, said Major Baird, were suc-
cessfully “engaged to destruction,” mean-
ing that the airmen reported that the
batteries were silenced; 28 gun pits were
destroyed, 80 more were damaged and
60 explosions of munition dumps, were
reported. On the same day 84 hostile
batteries were “enguged for destruction,”
as a result of balloon observations.

In Sept. 15, 837 photographs were
taken and 7,886 bombs were dropped on
various military points on the Germa
lines. There had been eleven raids int.
Germany in the past two months, while
the Germans succeeded in carrying out
only -eight into Great Britain, despite the
fact that London was moye easily reach-
ed than anything Germany could offer.
