But
when their situation apd their cloge: com-
mercial intertourse with the Unitéd' States
are borne in mind, the significance of
the action is clear. The Bahamans 'realize
that they must incline either to the United
States . or Canada, 'and they prefer
the ' Iatter as within the '~ British
empire.  The = Bahamas, so the peo-
ple of Nassau  were ' told 'by the
enthusiastic Canadians who raised the
question,, ‘might occupy the position of
a Canadian province; 'the island and Can-
ada were ﬂomplemznta.r\. and ' the Do-
minion badly wanted a winter. resort and’
a base for her new navy. An assurance
was "given to the colored people of fair
and equal treatment in the Cahadian fold,
and it was suggested that special provision
could ‘be made in the British North Am-
erica Act by amendment, to ‘ensure the
continuance of the present excellent rela-
tions between white' and colored races in
the Bahamas.
