HONOLULU MUSEUM GETS ‘

LAST OF QUEEN'S ESTATE|
Crown Jewels, Crests, Silyerware and |
Insignia of Royalty Among Gifts.

Honolulu, June 15— (Associated Press
by mail)—The Bishop museum here |
will be the sole beneficiary of the re-
maining estate of the late Queen Liliuo-
kalani, consisting now in the main of
priceless  relics, crown jewels, and in-
signia of royalty, according to the
trustees.

Queen Liliuokalani, last of the reign-
ing monarchs of Hawaii, died in 1917.|
Four suits have been filed to break her
will, the last having been withdrawn
within the last month. Most of the
persons to whom she made bequests,
including John Aimoku Dominis and
Joseph Aea, her wards, and Prince
Jjonah Kuhio Kalanianaole, have died,
and the articles bequeathed to them
will be turned over to the Bishop mus-
ecum. It will be six months before the
estate can be distributed, according to
the executor, Colonel C. P. Taukea, who
was chamberlain to the queen.

The estate was valued at approxi-
mately $50,000 at her death, but many
of her possessions, including Washing-
ton Place, her residence, have been sold
