Another Attempt to Found a Mod* 1 and 

Happy c ommunity in British Col- 
nmbla—A Commonwealth.

The Pall Mall Gazette says: Another 
attempt is to be made to found a model 
community. “I arrived here,” writes Mr 
F. J. Spencer (the honorable secretary of 
this movement), from British Columbia, 
“fifteen months ago, and I have explored 
Queen Charlotte, Vancouver and the 
adjacent islands. I have selected Mal- 
comb Island for the colony; it is about 2 
miles wide by 12 miles lone; it has 2 good 
harbors. It is about 200 miles north of 
Victoria. The lieutenant governor gen­
eral signed the minute in council, reserv­
ing the island for us, on the Gth of June 
last, The Governor has agreed to give 
eighty acres of land for every house we 
erect of the value of £100, and the 
settler is to be free from all taxes for 
twelve months. We

HAVE ALREADY COMMENCED
operations; those who can pay their ex­
penses and keep themselves for the 
first twelve months are the pioneers To 
meet the case of those who cannot do 
this a public subscription has been open­
ed. We are right in the
centre of the salmon industry. 
British Columbia will be a great manu­
facturing country. Any amount of coal 
and iron, timber, etc. The climate is 
preferable to England and we hope to 
have the prettiest village upon the face 
of God’s earth.”

THE HAWAIIAN TREATY*

The treaty, which we published yes­
terday, and which lias been arranged 
between the government of the United 
States and of the Hawaiian Islands, is in 
fact a complete surrender of the inde­
pendence of that country. The substan­
tial advantage which the Hawaiian 
Islands receive is the free admission of 
all their products into the United States.' 
Their chief export is sugar, but they also 
export rice, coffee, hides and wool. Under 
the treaty they are obliged to admit all 
the products of the United States free of 
duty* The United States guarantees 
Hawaii perfect independence, butin con­
sideration of such guarantee the forces of 
the United States are to have such free­
dom of action in the territories of Hawaii 
as is necessary for that purpose. The 
Hawaiian government also agrees that 
no treaty shall be made between Hawaii 
and any other power without the full 
knowledge of the United States. This 
provision deprives the island government 
of all independent action, and will enable 
the United States to maintain a garrison 
upon the Hawaiian Islands, if they 
choose.

The publication of this treaty has 
naturally enough excited much comment 
in Hawaii and attracted a great deal of 
attention in the United States. While 
the treaty is extremely favorable to the 
latter country politically, its operation 
might seriously interfere with certain 
powerful interests, which now demand 
protection from foreign competition. It 
is said that the industries of the islands 
are now largely controlled by British 
capitalists, and under the stimulus of the 
treaty their operations in sugar, wool and 
other products might become so exten­
sive as to seriously interfere with the 
American producer. This consideration 
makes the ratification of the treaty by 
the Senate extremely doubtful. The chief 
interest in the treaty therefore arises 
from the indications which it gives of a 
bolder and more aggressive foreign policy 
on the part of the government of the 
United States.

MARITIME UNION.

Some of the Ontario and Quebec papers 
are discussing the question of maritime 
union, which has been before the public 
for half a century or more. In the mari­
time provinces it is not much talked 
about because the people of these prov­
inces have pretty much made np their 
minds that it is not a present necessity. 
Prior to confederation when the three 
maritime provinces had each a different 
tariff and when goods going from one to 
the other were subject to a duty, the 
advantages of Maritime Union were very 
apparent, but the only argument now in 
favor of such a union is based on the 
ground of economy, by making one legis­
lature do the work of three. It is just, 
passible that a few thousand dollars a 
year might be saved in this way, but we 
doubt if this saving would be equal to 
the cost of a uew set of Parliament build­
ings which would have to be erected at 
St.John,or some other central point which 
would be chosen for the capital of the 
united province of Acadia. The separ­
ation of Nova Scotia from New Brnnsw’ick 
was originally brought about for the 
purpose of providing offices for a number 
of Loyalist immigrants who otherwise 
would have been obliged to depend for a 
living on their own'private employments. 
This separation was probably an unwise 
step, but we fear too long a time has 
passed and too many new interests have 
been created to make it possible to 
remedy it. Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick have grown ’up as separate 
provinces and there has never been 
any great accord between them. 
No\a Scotia has been the pamper­
ed child of the Imperial govern­
ment, but like all spoiled children it has 
grown greedy, selfish and insolent. That 
St. John, without Imperial assistance, has 
grown up to be a larger, more enterpris­
ing and more prosperous city than Hali­
fax has always been a cause of jealousy 
and envy, if not of positive dislike, and, 
as Halifax would necessarily find itself 
overshadowed by St. lobn, if they both 
belonged to the same province maritime 
union would probably induce a greater 
want of harmony between the two cities, 
instead of making their relations towards 
each other more cordial. The prospects 
of maritime union are by no means 
bright at present, and we cannot see that 
the cause has gained in the slightest de­
gree during the past quarter of a century.

OF INTEREST TO MARINERS.
COAL IN STOCK.Discovery of» Rock in the Atlantic off 

Newfoundland.
Another rock, constituting a danger to 

navigation on the high seas and in the , 
track of navigation, has recently been 
found off the south coast of Newfound­
land, happily without any such disaster 
as revealed the Avocet rock in the RedIn view of the fact that a barrel of 

flour can be carried as cheaply from 
Galt to Halifax as to St. ‘John, although 
the distance is 277 miles greater, what 
ground is there for the pretence that it 
is necessary to expend $4,000,000 of 
public money in the construction of a 
line of railway from Harvey to Moncton 
in order to save only 30 miles of rail­
way travel? The present through rate 
on flour is an unanswerable argument 
against the Harvey-Moncton line.

Sea In 1887. Some twenty-two miles 
south of Cape St. Marzo is a bank with 
thirty fathoms of water on it, frequented 
by fishermen. Two years ago a report 
reached the Admiralty from Comman­
der Robinson, R, N., harbor master at 
St John’s, that two fishermen had found 
a shallow spot on this bank, but the re­
port was somewhat vague and contra­
dictory. One of Her Majesty’s ships was 
however, sent to search and make en­
quiries. No sign of a danger could 
however, be found, nor did any of the 
fishermen frequenting the locality know 
anything of it It was, therefore, con­
sidered to be non-existent In the 
early part of this year, however, the 
acting harbor master of St John’s re­
ported that lie had found a man who 
knew the rock and its position well, and 
that he was sure it existed. The sur­
veying vessel Gulnare was therefore 
directed to proceed to the spot to make 
further investigations.

After some time the fisherman, nam­
ed Patrick Lamb, was found in a fish­
ing boat on the bank, and consented to 
show the spot although, as he alone knew 
of it, he was thereby giving up exclu­
sive knowledge of a rich fishing ground. 
He at once guided the Gulnare to the 
spot, where a small pinnacle rock, with 
33ft. over it, was found. His anticipa­
tion of personal loss were at 
ed by the other fishing boats crowding to 
the place and throwing their lines over 
such a favorite haunt of the cod. The 
rock, now called Lamb Rock, is, stated 
to break in bad weather, and it seems 
strange that, with so many fishing boats 
about, it should have escaped detection 
so long. The importance of the know­
ledge of its existence will be at once 
seen when it is to be remembered that 
many mail steamers pats this way on 
their course to the St. Lawrence, and 
that, although in ordinary weather. a 
ship would cross it in safety, the heavy 
seas of the open Atlantic would infall­
ibly cause her to strike, with, in all 
probability, immediate foundering as 
the result. Lamb’s conduct is to be 
praised, as, though rewarded, he will 
probably be a finanical loser in the end, 
and he might fairly have argued that, 
as no ship had yet been known to strike 
the rock, therefore no risk to life was 
incurred by its not being marked in the 
charts. The thanks of the community 
are also due to Mr. English, the acting 
harbor-master, for his endeavors to 
ascertain the truth of the former reports, 
with such successful results.

HARBOR IMPROVEMENT-

ITIHE City Market Clothing Hall is

Yesterday the Common Council passed 
a resolution to the effect that the depart­
ment of public works be directed to have 
a proper survey, soundings and borings 
made along the harbor front from Sand 
Point Slip to Rodney Wharf and report 
to the board as early as possible the 
feasibility of erecting a deep water wharf 
and suitable warehouses, between the 
points above named. This is a move­
ment at all events in the direction • of 
doing something to improve the wharf 
accomodation on the West side which is 
now miserably inadequate. From the 
north side of Sand Point Slip to the 
south side of Rodney Slip there is a har­
bor front of650 feet, which would be suf­
ficient to accommodate one steamship of 
the largest size or two freighters of the di­
mensions of the boats of the Furness 
line, which now come to this port In 
this space is included the Adams wharf, 
which now brings in a revenue to 
the city of about $2,000 a year. 
The Adams wharf has a face of 
about 160 feet. The depth of water at 
the Adams wharf is 24 feet, but just 
north of it the water shoals to 14 feet. To 
obtain a depth of 24 feet in a line with 
the south side of Rodney Slip the wharf 
would have to be extended out a long 
distance, probably as much as 500 feet. 
As this would be far beyond the harbor 
line it is obvious that dredging will have 
to be resorted to, if the bottom is suita­
ble, if a deep water wharf is to be made 
at that point We fear, in view of this 
fact, that the erection of a wharf at the 
point proposed would be a very costly un­
dertaking in comparison with the accom­
modation it would provide. A better 
plan, in our opinion, would be to ascer­
tain on what terms the Sand Point wharf 
can be purchased from the Dominion 
government.
