a barrel of beef can be sent all the way 
from Chicago or the west to Chatham or 
Newcastle almost as cheap as from St. 
John providing that 
brought by the car load. This 
great disparity in through and 
local rates is ruinous to the distribu­
ting trade of St John as well as very in­
convenient for the lumbermen and 
traders along the line of railway; as in­
stead of being able to send to St John or 
Halifax for a few barrels of beef, pork or 
molasses or other goods, they may re­
quire in comparatively small quantities 
they are forced to buy in the upper 
provinces or the West and get a car­
load at a time. If the new tariff is en­
forced the effect will be to greatly lessen 
the local traffic of the road, as Moncton, 
Amherst, Dorchester and SackviMe will 
get their freight in the summer season 
by water from St.- John and other points, 
while placés along the north shore will 
be supplied by vessels from Halifax.”

Mr. G. W. Merritt of the firm of Tarn- 
bull & Co. spoke very strongly against 
the new tariff and says that it is ruinous 
to local traffic and to the distributing 
trade ot St John.

A prominent mill owner and lumber 
dealer who was sees by tbe reporter in 
reference to the new tariff said :

“The new tariff on lumber is so high 
that, with the comparatively small mar­
gin on which the lumber business is 
conducted, it is practically prohibitory. 
The old, or former rate, was too high, 
but the new rate is at least 50 per cent, 
higher. That is, the rate has not been 
increased that much on the face of it, 
but the increase in the rate, and the cut­
ting down of the amount that may be 
carried on a car, make it equal to 50 per 
cent advance.

it is Brasea Thieves.
Some few days ago a boy called at a 

well known plumbing establishment in 
the city and offered to sell a valuable 
wrench for ten cents but the proprietor, 
knowing the value of the article, sus­
pected that it had been stolen and re­
fused to buy it This may be connected 
with some transactions which have been 
carried on in certain hardware and junk 
stores in the city not long since. It has 
been discovered within a few days by 
by Messrs. Hilyard Bros, that some 
person or persons have entered their mill 
and stolen nearly all the brass bashes 
of the machinery. Several of the most 
valuable pieces were taken and Thomas 
Hilyard stated today that it would take 
a hundred dollars to replace the 
missing pieces if they had not been 
found. A search among the junk stores 
and places where the thieves
would be likely to try to dispose of 
their booty wase r warded by
the discovery of several of the most Val­
uable pieces of brass at Harris Allan’s 
establishment on Water street These 
were recovered bnt no trace of the thief 
or the parties selling the goods could 
be obtained. Mr. Hilyard was of the 
opinion that the thief was not a boy but 
an old hand at the business. The clerk 
at Harris Allan’s said that as there were 
numbers of people coming there daily to 
sell old stuff of this kind it would be a 
difficult matter to tell who sold them this 
particular lot of brass. Those who know 
the value of such pieces, however, wink 
at the buying of valuable bushes at five 
five cents
and think it too good an investment to 
so easily forget who the business was 
done with. Mr. T. Hilyard says that the 
law in regard to the buying of stolen 
property is very definite, and that the 
parties interested will find it so to their 
cost before the matter is done with. This 
is a good chance for our police to dis­
tinguish themselves by tracing out the 
parties who stole the brass.

THE SOUTHERN FLOODS.

Water Still Blstn* in tbe Mississippi 
and Its Tributaries.

New Orleans, La., April 6.—The 
Picayune’s Vicksburg special says: The 
situation is growing daily more serious 
in the Steel Bayou country. Earl Miller, 
a prominent planter and brother of 
Atty-Gen. Miller, arrived from there to­
day by steamer Evergreen, with his 
family and stock, frhe Miller plantation, 
though very high has gone under. The 
Evergreen reports the water along the 
bayou still rising. Cattle and hogs 
are offered for sale by the people 
at a song. Much more stock must 
be brought out or allowed to 
drown. A steamer leaves Tuesday for 
Sunflower, and that planter» will desire 
to remove their stock is certain. The 
steamer Osceola arrived this evening 
from the bends. Her officers report that 
the overflow is beginning to empty into 
the Mississippi through the Eagle lake, 
and predict a great increase in pressure 
all along the Louisiana front from that 
southward.

The Osceola begins an inspection of the 
levees from Delat, La., northward to­
morrow, and will be joined by President 
Maxwell, and probably Assistant Engin­
eer Thompson. There is a most unmis­
takable distress along Steel Layon, and 
will be cruelty to deny it The Ever­
green returns there tomorrow, and the 
Bousam, with Capt. W. D. Pugh and M. 
W. Smith on board, will follow Tuesday 
or Wednesday. They will bring otat 
all people who are suffering or in danger. 
Barges cannot be taken there, and only 
the smallest boats are suitable for re­
lief work. Capt Pngh will relieve the 
distressed whether they have money or 
not to pay their fare.

THE IRISH QUESTION.

Lord Randolph Churchill A fain Out­
lines His Views.

London, April 7. Lord Randolph 
Churchill, in his third letter on the Irish 
question, after premising 
credit can be given with safety only 
when it is given in answer to the 
spontaneous requests of the Irish people 
and offering rate revenuès as security 
and binding themselves by every obli­
gation of national honor to repay, denies 
that such a state of things is ideal or im­
possible of attainment, and says the ad­
mission of its impossibility would de­
stroy the case against home role. He 
goes on to propose that, instead of con­
tinuing coercion, Parliament give Ire­
land popular local government similar 
to the English and Scotch government, 
which, instead of inspiring despair, will 
lead to prosperity and contentment If 
this were done a request for British as­
sistance in the purchase of land would 
come in the natural course of things, 
and similar demands for other public 
purposes
ing with the tenants directly the state 
would deal with the local bodies, whose 
chance of receiving credit would depend 
on proper conduct In the event of an 
isolated council falling into disorder, 
if the influence of the other councils 
failed to set it right, it would be easy 
to suspend it The council would be 
unable to combine for repudiation, 
because they would possess no central, 
powerful body, or parliament (such as 
Gladstone had proposed), which would 
serve as a channel or means of combining. 
V ithout saying the time is ripe for such 
measures, the writer says he thinks tl 
prematurity is no excuse for insist 
upon the passage of * bill which i 
only embitter the situation.
