This statement was made following 
ci conference on the local banking 
situation held at the Hotel Manhattan 
between .Secretary Cortelyou, J. P. 
Morgan, Geo. W. Perkins, Geo. F. 
Baker, Frank Vanderlip, Jas. Stillman 
and Jas. G. Cannon. Subsequently it 
was learned that the position of the 
Knickerbocker Trust Company was re­
garded by those at the conference as 
hoplessly insolvent, no aid was extend­
ed to that institution. It was also 
learned that the Trust Company of 
America had applied for and been 
granted liberal assistance. The bank­
ers further decided to extend addi­
tional aid to the Trust Company of 
America should it be required. A com­
mission was appointed to make an in­
vestigation of the affairs of the Trust 
Company of America, and it will de­
pend upon the result of this investiga­
tion what lurther action will be taken 
by the banking interests in regard to 
that company. The Trust Company of 
America ;h as ^ $12,000,000 cash in its 
vaults to meet payments to-morrow.

Other Failures.
The assignment of Mayer & Co., 

brokers and members of the stock ex­
change, with liabilities amounting to 
$6,000,000, was announced in the stock 
exchange during the final hour of trad­
ing, to-day. It was expected that the 
assets might be sufficient to meet the 
liabilities, and the firm hoped to re­
sume business.

Ther depreciation in the value of 
securities" which has been in progress 
for weeks, and has culminated in sev­
ere declines within the past few days, 
was given as one of the causes of the 
failure.9 Another was the difficulty ex­
perienced in securing loans because of 
the stringency in the money market, 
which developed unusual proportions 
late in the day. The firm of Mayer & 
Co. consists of Marcus Mayer, George 
R. Le He and Abraham B. Bayless. The 
firm has been known as holders of 
large interests in Deleware •& Hudson 
railway stock, which has been the ob­
ject of an attack by speculators for a 
decline. They are also said to be heav­
ily interested in Reading railway stock, 
and the stock of other coalers ‘ which 
share*d the general decline.

Wm. F. tîoldbeck was named as as­
signee. Bainbridge Colby, of the law 
firm of Alexander & Co., counsel for 
the assignee, stated that with judicious 
handling the assets would be sufficient 
to meet the liabilities.

Mr. Colby . said: “Mayer & Co.’s 
failure is due principally to the money 
stringency and the shrinkage in securi­
ties' values. The firm’s liabilities are 
approximately $6,600,000, secured. With 
proper handling it is believed that the 
assets will bç {sufficient to meet all lia­
bilities.”

The following official statement was 
Issued by the Morton Trust Company 
this afternoon : “The story in cir­
culation that Mr. Ryan has resigned 
or intends to resign as ex-president of 
the Morton Trust Company is a pure 
invention.

uniform for the Victoria police force, and 
reports that his men throughout the Do­
minion are already attired in a uniform 
very similar to that of the Toronto police 
force, which is a Canadian adaptation of 
the Metropolitan police force of London.

We had not an opportunity of meeting 
the Victoria police commissioners collec­
tively, but have interviewed the indi­
vidual members, and have found their 
sentiment to be unanimously in favor of 
adopting the new pattern.

Our opinion, after investigation and 
comparison, is that the proposed pattern 
is smarter, neater, more serviceable than 
and as inexpensive as the present type, 
while, above all, it is in harmony with 
the uniform in general use throughout 
the Dominion.

We therefore strongly recommend that 
this club take such action as will lead to 
the adoption of the pattern in question.

And be It further resolved, that a copy 
of this resolution be forwarded to the 
government of British Columbia.

Neshville, Tenn., Oct 22.—President 
Roosevelt ""wag heartily welcomed here 
to-day, the city being beautifully dec­
orated, and there being thousands of 
visitors from neighboring .cities, 
president addressed large crowds in 
the Roman auditorium, saying ?mong 
other things:

“There has been trouble in the stock 
market and in the high financial 
world during the past few months. The 
statement has frequently been made 
that the policies for which I stand, 
legislative and executive, are respon­
sible for the trouble. Now, gentleman, 
these policies of mine can be summed 
up in pne brief sentence. They repre­
sent the effort to punish successful dis­
honesty. I doubt if the policies have 
had any material effect in bringing 
about the present troubles, but if they 
have it will not alter In the slightest 
degree my determination that during 
the remaining fifteen months of my 
term these policies shall be persevered 
in unswervingly.

“Men of means, remember this, that 
atonement In this world is largely vi­
carious, that if we sit supine a*nd let 
men of great wealth set before the 
country as a whole the standard of 
successful dishonesty, so that young 
men are taught to think of business 
trickery, of evasion and violation of 
the law, of stock gambling and swind­
ling, as the chief roads to financial 
success—that if we should let such a 
state of affairs exist—not only do we 
bring about a deterioration of the 
public conscience as a whole, but as 
sure as fate we ultimately invite igno­
rant and vile reaction, which in 
trampling out the wrong will trample 
ou each right at the same time, when 
in punishing the wealthy wrongdoer 
will inflict the punishment so brutally 
and so unskillfully as to confound In 
it many men who have done honestly 
and well.

“I want to see the process of gain­
ing wealth by successful dishonesty 
stopped before it goes so far as to 
invite the very reaction of which I 
speak, and the man of property, the 
man of great means, will do well to 
turn and In the loftiest way back up 
a rational movement for reform, a ra­
tional movement for such supervision 
and control over the use, over the ac­
cumulation and business use of these 
great fortunes as will, If not elimi­
nate, at least minimize the evil of 
which I complain. Such a movement 
as that in which we are now engaged 
is not in''the least undertaken with 
any vindictive purpose. It is under­
taken f.<y cure evils and to prevent 
their recurrence. If the beneficiaries 
of these evils succeed, which they will 
not do—they will not succeed—but If 
they did succeed in stopipng the 
movement, it will merely mean that in 
a very few years it would break forth 
again, and that time it would be in the 
control of men who would legislate 
with a vindictive purpose and not as 
legislators with a desire to hurt and 
damage the men at whom the move­
ment was not aimed, 
movement in its proper sense 
more properly may be described as 
conservative, using the word with its 
real significance, than the movement 

•which we have seen developed during 
the past four or five years, the move­
ment for the proper supervision and 
control in the interest of the general 
public of these colossal fortunes which, 
singly or in combination, are of such 
importance in the modern industrial 
world—to so control and supervise 
them that In their accumulation and 
their business use there shall be, as 
far as we can prove it, no wrong-do­
ing to the small man, which small man 
is the competitor, wage-worker or in­
vestor. A

“In other words, gentlemen, our 
whole movement Is simply and solely 
to make the decalogue and the golden 
rule of some practical moment In the 
business life of the community.”

The patching of the C. P. R. steam­

ship Tartar’s bows as she lays on the 
beach at English Bay has proved 
longer piece of work than was at first 
anticipated. The work crew taken over 
by the salvage steamer Salvor have 
been hard at work since Saturday, and 
to-day the pumps have been clearing 
the water from the steamship’s for­
ward holds.

The B. C. Marine Railway Company 
to-day announced that a telegram had 
béen received at their office, saying 
that the Tartar would positively leave 
English Bay to-morrow morning at 6 
o’clock in company with the Salvor. 
The war-sloop H. M. S. Shearwater, 
will leave the dry-dock at Esquimalt 
this evening to make room for the 
damaged steamship.

The steamer Charmer, the other vic­
tim of last Thursday's collision, will be 
hauled out on the ways at Esquimalt 
tc-morrow.

Man Shoots Woman and Her Husband 
and Commits Suicide.on the Pacific. The Tyee is built ac­

cording to the plans of one of the latest 
Norwegian whalers and has a splendid 
equipmeht for tfye handling of the le­
viathans which she is to hunt.

Forward there is â monstrous com­
pound winch fitted with modern guides 
for the ropes and possessing great 
strength. Her deck fittings are of the 
latest design and her machinery #has 
given the greatest of satisfaction dur­
ing her trials. On her trial trip the 
Tyee accomplished thirteen knots an 
hour without difficulty but from ten to 
twelve knots is her normal speed. She 
is 100 feet long, 17 feet in beam and 
has a minimum draught of 10 feet. Ex­
cellent quarters are provided for a crew 
of sixteen persons and, being an oil- 
burner. the Tyee can stay out at sea 
for a longer period than whalers us­
ing steam, owing to the amount of 
fuel that can be carried.

The whaling-gun, mounted on a 
roomy platform at the bows, is of the 
latest pattern and thé apparatus for 
whalè-hunting is generally similar to 
that used by the Pacific Whaling Co. 
On the trip this morning the Tyee was 
taken in a circle about half-a-mile 
from the outer wharf and an opportun­
ity was given to those Interested to 
observe the ease with which she is 
handled.

To the Times reporter, who took in 
the short run through the courtesy of 
Captain Crockett, the local shipping 
men aboard the Tyee expressed them­
selves as more than satisfied with the 
behavior of the trim little whaler. 
Much Interest was displayed in the two 
powerful engines that 
whaler’s propellers as they are of 
great power and more th&n ordinary 
dimensions.

The whaler will be operated during 
the coming winter and, from reports 
brought down regarding the whales in 
Alaskan waters, the first season should 
be a profitable one. Every facility for 
handling whales has been installed at 
Admiralty Island which was completed 
only a few weeks ago.

Cleveland, Ohio, Oct. 23.—What will 
result in a triple tragedy was enacted 
in a house on Buckley road, in the 
southeastern part of the city last 
night.

The Knickerbocker, it was announced, 
had ample security to meet all de­
mands, was perfectly solvent and it 
was only a question of raising the cash 
when all depositors who wished to 
withdraw could.

POST OFFICE RECORD.Dominion Comm ssioner Establishes 
Experimental Farm in Far 

North.

NO REDUCTION £N LUMBER.
Surplus Sum For Last Nine Months 

Exceeds That of Previous Year.
General Shut Down of Coast Mills This 

Winter Is Not Expected. The $8,000,000

Ottawa, Oct. 23.—The annual report 
of the post office department shows a 
surplus on the past fiscal period of nine 
months to be greater than for the 
whole previous year. It was $1,082,301, 
as against $1,011,785 for the previous 12 
months.

The number of letters carried for the 
nine months of the fiscal year was 273,- 
021,000, as against 323,644,000 for the pre­
vious 12 months. On a basis of 12 
months the increase would be over 
forty millions.

Vancouver, Oct. 22.—Two things of para­
mount importance to the trade and to the 
general public have been decided upon, 
that there will be no general shut-down 
of Coast mills this winter, save for the 
usual annual repairs, and that there will 
be no reduction in the price of lumber. 
The latest press and private reports of 
conditions in the Northwest have lent a 
more optimistic tone to the outlook for 
the Coast mills, and those who have an 
eye on the future predict that next spring 
there will be an excellent demand for 
lumber in the Northwest.

It is confidently expected that within a 
few months the log market will be as 
strong as it was last summer, when t*he 
demand was good, and the supply short. 
The local demand for lumber at present Is 
exceptionally good, and there being a 
large amount of building in progress In 
the city of Vancouver and vicinity, tnis 
demand will be maintained till the end of 
the year at least. The large mills are all 
bolding strictly to their price list. No 
instances of .rate cutting among them 
have been reported, although some of 
the small independent mills are reported 
to have made reductions on rough ma­
terial.

WHEAT RECEIPTS
A REVELATION

Edmonton/Alta., Oct. 22.—Mr. Law­
rence, who has been commissioned by 
the Dominion government to establish 
an experimental station at Fort Ver­
million, four hundred and fifty miles 
north of Edmonton, came to the city 
on Sunday evening, and will remain 
several weeks before proceeding to 
Ottawa with samples of products he 
brought down from the north country.

Mr. Lawrence Is an old timer in the 
north, having first gone to Fort Ver­
million in 1879 with his father from 
Montreal.
spring on his return from Ottawa. He 
left Vermillion with his supplies on 
the 21st, having driven part of the way 
by team to Peace River crossing, and 
gone the remainder of the journey down 
the river by raft, a distance in all, 
from this city, of 700 miles.

He took with him 450 trees of various 
kinds, fruit and ornamental, grain, 
grasses and vegetables. Only a start 
was made this year on the experiment­
al station, twenty acres being put un­
der cultivation, but it is now in order 
for next season. The trees, however, 
were all planted this spring, and 
about 90 of them grew well. The grains 
were not so successful as last season.

Mr. Lawrence also planted strawber­
ries. which he had taken north with 
him, and they did excellently. Fifty 
varieties of flowers were also planted 
from seeds, and proved successful, al­
though grasshoppers did some damage. 
He is taking with him to Ottawa about 
7,500 pounds of samples of grains and 
vegetables grown in different parts of 
the north. They include wheat in 
straw and threshed wheat from Fort 
Vermillion, pumpkin, squash, cucum­
bers and ‘ citron from Peace River 
crossing. Potatoes also gave an ex­
cellent yield at Fort Vermillion.

Two Accidents Reported From Catalla, 
Five Men Being Drowned. PASSED AWAY YESTERDAY.

He left Edmonton last
News has been brought to Seattle, by 

the steamship Saratoga, of the drown­
ing of five men at Catalla, Alaska, on 
Sunday,. October 13th. The names of 
the dead are: J. Higgins, Seattle; 
H. Hendrickson, Port Blakeley ; Edwin 
Olson, Arthur Williams and Tony De 
Pasquale.

The first two were drowned off Palm 
Point, a mile from Catalla, and the 
others just above the city dock.

The drowning of the three men oc­
curred at 9 o’clock in the morning. 
“Kid” Brady, a prize fighter, had gone 
out to the wrecked schooner, Martha 
W. Tuft, the day before In order, It is 
said, to claim salvage. He was com­
pelled to spend the night on the wreck 
and although he called for help it- was 
Impossible to reach him because of a 
storm. In the morning his cries were 
again heard, and then it was that the 
three men decided to go to the rescue 
in a row boat. Friends tried to dis­
suade them, and the futility of the 
move was pointed out to them In the 
fact that in half an hour the tide would 
be so low that the wreck could be 
reached in safety. They started and a 
breaker struck the craft, overturning 
It and the men disappeared in the surf.

The second tragedy occurred at noon. 
Nine men left camp No. 1 of the Ca­
talla Company In a small boat to go 
to the steamer Seward for cargo. They 
rowed to the line of the breakers when 
Capt. Smith, in charge, decided that 
■the sea was too rough. The boat was 
being turned shoreward when a break­
er caught it broadside, upsetting it. 
The accident was seen from the shore 
and a number of the employees rushed 
to the rescue. Seven of the ftien were 
saved.
