ARRIVED* SAFELY.

EFFECT OF ITE1SFishermen Reach St. Johns In Herring 
Catcher Which They Found, Adrift.

St. Johns, Nfld., Jane 2.^-The American 
herring catcher A. il. Nicholson, of Bucks- 
pert, Me., adrift In an Ice flow afl winter, 
sailed safely Into Bonne bay yesterday. The 
Nicholson’s crew abandoned her on January 
2Pth, and made their way over’ the ice to 
the mainland near the Bay of St. George. 
Five Newfoundland fishermen boarded the 
vessel on April 5th forty miles from Bonne 
bay, and, after a trying experience of 57 
days, four of the fishermen brought her 'nto 
port. The fifth had grown weary of the 
close conflneihent and left the vessel on 
May 29th and walked across the Ice to­
wards Portland creek. He has not been 
heard of since.

The fishermen had very little to eat. They 
lived most of the time on bread and water 
and flour bpiled in a ventilator cover, the 
only thing left on board that/could be util­
ized for cooking. They arrived in Bonne 
bay weak and exhausted.

Rossland, Jane 2.—A genuine sensa­
tion was sprang in the community this 
morning when the Rossland Miner an- 
bioimced that preliminary negotiations 
looking toward an amalgamation of the 
Le Roi, War Eagle and. Centre Star 
mines was under way. The combined 
capitalization of the three companies is 
$10,000,500, and if completed the amal­
gamation will be the greatest deal in 
the appals of Canadian mining. The 
first intimation locally was in a London 
cablegram to the Miner newspaper.

Upon receipt of the cable a representa- 
[tive of the Miner sought interviews with 
[T. G. Blackstoek, of the War Eagle and 
[Centre Star Companies, and Managing 
Director McMillan, of the Le Roi.

Mr. Blackstoek has for the past day 
or two been in the camp, bnt until yes­
terday no one seemed to know the real 
object of his visit. He expressed Mm- 

[self surprised when informed of the nu­
rture of the information solicited. It 
seems that the news of the proposed 
amalgamation was a profound secret, 
known only to the principals on each 

[side. Mr. Blackstoek admitted that there 
were substantial grounds for the report 

[concerning the amalgamation. 'He re­
marked that the question had only been 
[ opened in a preliminary way, and that 
nothing definite could be announced 
now. Th ire will be an examination of 
all three properties by an eminent ex­
pert, end this will be undertaken in the 
near future, but he declined for the pres­
ent to reveal the identity of the engineer.

“It is probably unnecessary for me to 
say that I am a consistent and loyal 
friend to Rossland,” said- Mr. Blackstoek, 
“and I and my associates stand ready to 
do everything in 6Ur power to add to the 

| material prosperity of the camp in every
