The Sun, in a
very unfeeling manner. reproduces the
names of a number of persons belong-
ing to Cbatham who appended their
names to the first Petition, but
as we know the most respectable of
them—merchants and professional
men, Dominion officials etc.,—are
ashamed of hiaving been entrapped into
signing it, we will not cause them ad-
ditional mortification hy further expos-
ing them.

that Northumberland fisheries are diffi-
cult to regulate. No sooner had Mr.
Peter Mitchell ceased to be Minister
than the Inspector set about disturbing
and tinkering atfisheries which had been
followed profitably and properly for de-
cadesofyears. Thefishermen were natur-
ally annoyed,and blamed Mr. Mitchell’s
successor, Sir Albert J. 8mith, who,
anfortunately, lacked the experience
and qualities of mind necessary to en-
able him to detect the purposes of his
rascally subordinate. When aroused
from his official lethargy by some start-
ling injustice involved in the tinkering
process into which he was led by Messrs.
Mitchell & Co., through their political
agent, the Inspector, his natural sense
of;fair play and justice would move him
to undo his wrongs. 8till, the annoy-
ances were kept up. From the first, the
ApvaRce stood firmly in defence of the
fishermen and their rights. The In-
spector made presistent efforts to in-
duce the editor to join him in his ras-
cally crusade, but failed. We have
never asked for any new privileges for
the fishermen, but have contended, in
many cases, against the tinkering and
misrepresentation by which they have
been deprived of old priviledges which
had grown,by the sanction and usage of
generations,into vested rights. It is an
easy watter for crafty and designing
men like the Inspector and a few of his
lieutenants on the Miramichi—all act-
ing under the general direction of an old
and wary, though politically debauched
public man—to induce the Department
in which they have, unfortunately, had
too much influence, to rob our fisher-
men, piece by piece, of their rights ; it

is also & matter of regret that many
citizens of fair intelligence and respect-

ability can be induced by sueh charac-
ters to append their signatures to state-
ments of whose truth they have no
more knowledge than the veriest
noodles, and it is because we ave fully
alive to the craft and fertile expedients
of these persons that we do our duty to
the fishermen and take the * odd hits,”
in the way of abuse from such sources
as those represented by the Sun.

As wesaid last week wearepleased with
the result of our efforts in behalf of the
fishermen of Fox Island. The Depart-
ment has learned what am injustioe it
would be to carry out the Inspector’s re-
commendation for the shortening of the
nets there and has acted justly. The
people of the up-river districts arestill,
however, deceived. They have been
told about the injustice to them of the
nets complained of and wheu they be-
lieved the misrepresentations made in
the matter, their prejudices were enlist-
ed and their  signatures obtained to
petitions interfering with rights of
which they knew nothing, personally.
It ought to be satisfactory to them, now,
to learn that enquiry has demonstrated
the deceptive character of the cry
against Fox Island uets and that the
fishermen there are confirmed in all we
have asked for them and even more, for
their net tax is lessened.

At the proper time we shall, perhaps,
go more ; particularly into ‘the facts re-
cenfly developed in this connection.

"And a time will, also, come when such
light will be let in upon the present
working of Fishery matters in North-
umberland as will ‘astonish even the
Minister and Com at Ottaws,
both of whom seem to be at the mercy
of as precious a set of knaves as ever

disgraced office.
The Governoxr-General’s Tour.

It is expected that the Governor-
General and the Princess Louise will
visit St. John some time mext month,
after which they will go to Fredericton,
and afterwards pay a visit to Carle-
ton County. The 8t. John press, in
referring to the proposed visit, points
out that in the present circamstances of
the city, owing to' the great five, it will
be impossible to give the Vice-Regal
party as grand a reception as has been
given them in other cities, ‘but that it
will be just as hearty and as sincere as
could be accorded them in any portion
of the Dominion.

" The Letellier Matter.

Tne Toronto Globe has received the
following telegram from its London cor-
respondent :—

LoxpoN, June 12.—The date of Lan-

vin’s departureis still uncertain. He
ﬁ:l had sev consultations with the
Colonial Office, but the Government
has not yet informed him of the deci-
sion in the Letellier affair. I learned
this p. m., from s trustworthy official
source, that the Cabinet has decided
not to sanction the Lieut. Governor’s
dismissal. The Colonial Secretary in-
forms me he does mnot contemplate
making any communication of the de-

organizer, manager or worker is to be pro-
vided for. Some of these persons have
the privilege of recommending a certain
number of their party for places which
are promised, soener or later by the Rail-
way management. In counties whose
members do not support the Govern-
ment the most prominent election com-
mittee-man is authorised to issue tickets
whichensure totheholderattention whenhe
applies for any position or work which he
may seek. The most influential outside
men who thus, virtually, control a certain
amount of patronage, may demand and re-
ceive some of the best of the offices for their
friends, while those who can be put off
more easily are given control over the
patronage in vheir counties as high up in
the service as laborers and section men
only. Of course, such a system will soon
come to an end, for it must weaken the
service and lead to a return to the former
practice of promotion from grade to grade,
as experienco and qualification may war-
rant. Meantime, it is interesting to hear
these * outside service” men give their
version of their positions, their *divi-
sions ” and *‘ sections.” Those who want
employment up to a certain grade, on the
railway in Westmorland, Kent, Northum.
berland, Gl ter and Restigouche must
gein the favor of some person not known
at all officially in the service, but whose
recommendation is a sine qua non before
he cau ber d by the section fore-
man or** boss ” of works. In Nova Scotia

Telegraph says :—

The intelligence that the British Go-
vernment would not advise the Gover-
nor General to dismiss His Hounor, the
Lieut. Governdr of Quebec, as publish-
ed in the evening papers, yesterday, ex-
cited a great deal of interest in the city.
It was confirmed by despatches which
we publish this morning. There seems
very little reason to doubt the correct-
ness of the report, and the question
now asked is, What will Sir Jobn do
about it? When he was in Opposision
he stirred up this matter very unncces-
sarily, not then, perhaps, feeling sure
that he would be able to be borue into
power 8o soon on the back of the Na-
tional Policy elephant. Invested with
power, he was asked by the French
Conservatives to catry out his pledges.
He was dogged by the footsteps of the
political Nemesis. He had to act—he
was compelled to advise the dismissal
of Governor Letellier. The advice was
not taken, but still Sir John remained
in office. It now seems certain that the
advice will not be taken, and whether
Sir John resigus, which wonid be the
most plucky course he conld pursue, or
whether he remains in office, he must
feel that he comes out second best in
the conflict which he so unwisely pro-
voked.

A Montreal despatch of Monday says :

The Witness to-night publishes what
purporis to be the result of an interview
between Houn. Mr. Joly and the Colonial
Secretary during the former’s trip t»
Englsnd. In conversation with Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, Mr. Joly Jearned
that one of the  facts” presented by
Mr. Langevin was that the Province of
Quebec was on the verge of a rebellion
or revolution as a result of the action
of the Lieut.

Durham terrace or from the Levis
heights was one of the most splendid
the world could afford. The dome of
the University was illuminated with the
electric light, and it is said that its light
was seen forty miles down the river.
The Governor-G l and Pri

visitad the Laval University, the Ursu-
lian Convent, etc., received addresses,
were present at the exhibitions, etc.,

| and the Princess laid the foundation of

the Kent gate, which is to be a promin-
ent feature of what are called the Duf-
feris - improvements. The Governor-
General, the Princess and their suite
will shortly make an excursion down
the St. Lawrence, and it is thought
they will visit St. John in July.

The Intercolonial Troubles.

The Toronto Mail, the leading organ
of the Dominion Gover t, does not
agree with the Sun that Mr. Schrieber
is to blame for the ‘‘ economy ” put into
practice on the Intercolonial. The
Mail tells the Sun plainly thatit is * no
use to be indignant.” So, the Sun’s
duty is to keep silent, like a good little
whipped subordinate and learn to be
meek. The Mail says of the recent
dismissals :—

They mnst mow support his ad-
ministrative policy. It is he who is
ist Itis ing to notice the

tone of the Opposition papers in ‘he
east. They dare not complain of the
reductions : but knowing that those
who are thus eut down complain, they
publish as fully as possible lists of the
names of the men whose incomes have
been decreased. It is, however,
amongst the Government’s friends that
the most opposition exists, for it is upon
them that ¢ comes heaviest
aad first. But what the Minister was
to do with an increasing deficit to keep
down and a pledge of economy to keep
up, no one of the critics is able to sug-

t. The railway must either be run
g‘;ﬁ:a Government or by a company.
If the Government cannot run it on
economical principles a eompan{ would
certainly not try. It is from the run-

Louise,which wouldshow whether or not
the people were upou the point of rebel-
ling. “‘One thing I will not discuss,”said
the Secretary in the course of his inter-
view, *“ that is whether or not a Lieut.

Sir Michael said that
Mr. Langevin had, however, raised one
strong point in favor of the removal of
the Lieut.-Governor and that was the
interference of the latter in elections,
which was a great abuse of his position.

THE CHAMPIONSHIP
OF ENGLAND.

Won by Edward -Hanlan!
TIME: 21 MINUTES AND 1 SECOND!

THE DAY BEFORE THE RACE.
ToroNTO, June 16. —The following is a
special by cable to the Mail:—

Newcastle-on-Tyne, June 15.—Your cor-
respondent visited Hanlan to-day and
found him in splendid health, brimful of
confidence and perfectly trained. Thirty
thousand people witnessed the final prac-
tice of the men to-day. In the a. m.
Elliott scalled from Dunstan to Skinner’s
Burn and back to Scotswood at aslow
pace througheut. Hanlan pulled from
Scotswood to Elswick Haws—about two
miles and back—at a rattling pace. Their
cutters attended both men. Afterwards
the cutters raced a quarter of a mile to-
gether. Hanlan’s cutter won, and this is
regarded as a good omen by the Canadians.
100 to 40 on Hanlan was taken several
times, and remained on after an offer of
400 to 200 had been laid. The weather
has set in fine and the prospects are ex-
celleut for a favorable day to morrow.

The following is a special cablegram to
the Globe :

Newcastle, June 14.—Hanlan did not go
! m., and Elliott
merely toock a little paddling exercise.
In the p. m. both men rowed over the en-
tire course. The excitement is increasing,
Large numbers of the sporting fraternity
have arrived.

THE RACE.
(Special to Globe.)

Lospoy, June 16.—The single-scull race
between Edward Hanlan, of Toronto, and
Wm. Elliott, the English champion, was
rowed at noon to-day over the Tyne cham-
pionship course, and resulted in an easy
victory for Hanlan. The course wes from
the Mansion House to Scottswood Suspen
sion Bridge, a distance of about three and
a half miles. The shore on both sides of
the river wascrowded with spectators,
and it is estimated that fully 80,000 people
witnessed the race.

The match between Hanlan and Elliott
was made after the defeat of Hawdon by
Haulan. The articles of agreement stipu-
lated that the race should be rowed June
.16th over the Tyne course for £400 and
the Sportsman champion cup.  After sign-
ing articles Hanlan went into training
under the care of John Bright and his
Canadian trainer, Heasley. Elliott, who
had been in training for some time, slightly
altered his styleof rowing. He alsoadopt-
ed the sliding seat and had swivel row-
locks placed on the outriggers of his boat.
The interest in the match continued in-
tense from the time when the match was
first made until to-day, and much money
was wagered on the result.

NEewcasTLE ON-TYNE, June 16.—the
race between Hanlan and Elliott, for the
championship of England, took place on
the Tyne course to-day.

The Iron Works Closed.

LoxponDErRY, N. 8. June 10.—Misfor-
tune appears to have overtaken this place.
These four or five years past the addition
of new blast furnaces, cooking ovens, mill,
workshop, and foundry have led to an
enormous influx of labor. The stream of
immigration herehas been almost continu-
ous and as a resulta town has suddenly
grown up, new houses in every direction,
new stores, hotels, and all the adjuncts
of atriving town. The blow has at last
fallen. The blast furnace has been put
out. The cooking ovens have stopped
During the par. weeck, discharges of men
have gone on continuonsly. Two hundred
men, many of them having wives and
families dependant upon them, have been
suddenly thrown out of employment.
Many of thesehaveleft. Othersare going.
Some, with a helpless, puralyzed look on
their faces, walk aimlessly up aud down
theroads. The four hundred men remain-
ing employed are in almost daily dread of
receiving a like summons to cease work.
If it comes the ruin and distress it will en-
tail, will be widespread and deplorable.
Store keepers, butchers, etc., who have
running accounts with the employees will
be heavy sufferers, as not only will their
business be broken up, their buildings next
to worthless, but they must lose heavily
by the flecing workmen. —Chignecto Post.

Even at Rorke’s Drift,
in a twelve hours’ combat, most of it at
close guarters, 130 Englishmen slew 500 of
the enemy, oraboutfour apiece! What an
amount of wild firing and enormous waste
of ammumtion does this suggest? The
British soldier is a costly and valuable ma-
chine, and no pains should be spared to
make him acool and skilful marksman.
