The latest Royal Wedding.

A Vienna despatch of May 10th, says :
—The marriage of the Crown Prince
Rudolph of Austria and the Princess
Stephanie of Belgium was most imposing-
ly solemnized at the Church of St.
Augustine to-day. All Vienna awoke
early, full of excitement and expectation,
and an immense multitude collected in the
streets through which the imperial and
royal personages were driven to the
church.

The weather was
cool, but not rainy. As the varions bells
in the church towers chimed the hour of
eleven, the procession started from the
palace for the church, in the order previ-
ously arranged by the master of ceremonies.
First came the Archdukes and foreign
princes in full uniform, walking in pairs,
followed by Prince Rudolph, the bride-
groom, in the uniform of a Major-General,
and accompanied by the marshal of his
household. :

Then came the Emperor Francis Joseph
and the King of the Belgians, the fathers
of the bridegroom and of the bride. Fol-
lowing them, and the centre of all eyes,
was the Princess . Stephanie,! with the
Empress of Austria and her mother, the
Queen of the Belgians, on either side of
her. The trains of the three ladies; were
borne by the principal ladies in waiting.

The Princess Stephains wore a magnificent
robe of cloth of silver, with a train ela-
borate in embroidery, orange blossoms
arranged in bunches looping up the dress.

Over her head and falling around her form
was the incomparable face veil, specially
made for the occasion, and presented to
her asa wedding gift by the city of
Brussels. Her mother, the Queen of the
Belgians, wore a blue velvet dress trimmed
with lace, and the Empress of Austria
wore a pale gray dress trimmed with
Brussels point lace. Groups of foreign
prir and archduch whose trains
were borne by pages and ladies of the
palace, with the officers of their house-
holds, completed the imposing procession.

A sound of trumpets signalled the arri-
val of the procession at the church door,

where it was met by the Cardinal Arch-
bishop, Von Schwarzenburg, and his
clergy. The Cardinal held in his hand a

gold-mounted brush, which he dipped into
a golden vessel carried by an attendant,

offered holy water to the royal personagess

and then proceeded to the altawy chanting

““Asperges.” Their Majesties, after kneel-

ing at the altar, took seats on the dais, un-

der a canopy. The bridal pair took their

position bef8re the grand altar, where they

offering a short prayer. Then followed the

mass‘for the bridegroom and bride at the

benediction of the marriage, the epistle be

ing Ephesians, v., from the 22nd- to the’
33rd verges, beginning, ‘Let women be

subject to their husbands as to the Lord.”

Ths royal couple received their

wedding rings from the grand almoner of

the court, joined hands, and the officiating

priest pronounced the sacramental benedic-"
tion, in which he prayed that the bride

might be pleasing to her husband, like

Rachael, discreet, like Rebecca, and faith-

ful, like Sarah, and that the pair might be

preserved to old age and see their children

afid their children's children. At the mo*

ment the rings were exchanged, peals broke_
forth from the bells of the city and salutes

of artillery were fired. Then followed the

nuptial prayers, after which the married

pair bowed to their Majesties and returned

to their seats. The Cardinal Archbishop

then, all kneeling before him, pronounced

the benediction from the altar steps, a Te

Deum was sung, and the Holburg choir

sang an old German march. Then, amid

the blowing of trumpets and salvos of

artillery, the newly married pair, accom-

panied by the other imperial and royal

personages, returned to the city palace of

the Holburg.

The bride bore herself with charming

modesty and grace, and won all hearts by

her ingenious and simple manner. An

affecting incident_occurred at the critical

stage of the ceremony. The Princess,

who had maintained an apparent compo-

sure up to that moment, broke weeping
and trembling with her long-suppresed
nervops excitéement. Prince Rudulph
was calm and collected, and succeeded in
calming the agitation of his bride. The
tears of the Princess had a marked effect
upon the royal and noble ladies in attend-
ance, and caused many of them to also
shed tears. ;
The spectacle in the church at the begin-
ning of the nuptial mass was one of rare
splendor. The Cardinal Archbishop and
his attending clergy were arrayed in robes
of white and gold of dazzling brightness,
the mitre of the Archbishop blazed with
diamonds. the light of hundreds of candles
on the altar gave to the scene an addition-
al brilliancy, and the eyes of the specta-
tors, glancing Jrom a position near the
altar throughout the church, fell upon a
dense mass of plumes, helmets, gay uni.
forms, glittering halberts, faces of beauti-
fal women, and toilets of ravishing ele-
gance. The Church of St. Augustine,
where the eeremony was performed, is the
church of the imperial household.

In commemoration of the marriage, the
Emperor Francis Joseph has founded
twenty*two scholarships at various
schools, and has given 100,000 florins for
the free admission of ten pupils to the

daughters of officers. He has also grant.
ed complete or pattial amnesty to 331
persons imprisoned for various offences.
Prince Rudolph is 23 years of age, and
is described as being manly #nd good
natured and passionately fond of sport.—
