The expenditure on account of the
Northwest rebellion is not included
in the above table; nor does it repre-
sent all the military expenditure of
the country,for a large amount spent
on account of the mounted police is
concealed under the head of “In-
diang”. The total amount expended
for militia and mounted police, now,
is more than $2,000,000 as compared
‘with about one third of that sum
when the Liberals were in power.
What do our military friends in New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia think of
the increased expenditure in view of
the poor encouragement it hus brought
to them ? Are theyencouraged three-
fold ? Are they better provided for
in the way of armories, accoutrements,
opportunities for drill and with the
adjuncts and encouragements of mili-
tary aspirations, or are they made to
feel that in this,as in everything else
under confederation, they are called
upon to bear the fullest burdens of
taxation, while the money is spent in
the west! Perhaps some of our Tory
military men of the maritime provin-
ces may be able to explain the bene.

The Montreal Herald expresses the
sentiments of the great majority of Lib-

ed him of the charge of negligence, in
that  particular.. The correspondent
says a brakeman told him that he was
within earshot of the Superintendent
and driver at Caraquet station on the
day of the accident and rode on the en-
gine with the ill-fated driver, and he
heard nothing of the order referred to.
On this wonderful assumption of know-
ledge, on his part, he usks the public to
discrkdit the three witnesses who swear
positively, to a fact personally known
to them, the judgment of the jury be-
fore whom they wore examiagdand oar
inferences drawn from the legitimate
testimony.

It wouid, we think, have been the
better way for the corresponden®, who
professes to have known so much, to
have placed such testimony as he had
before the juryGh an open and manly
*way, 8o that it might be weighed at its
-true value. His mode of making 1t
public has a suspicious, post-mortem air
about it. Under all the sad circum-
stances it is only some unworthy motive
that could prompt a man to thus anoay-
mously attack others who have done
their duty under oath. The resurrec-
tionist steals forth under cover of darke
uess to do his work for gain, and thinks
little of the disgusting, grave-disturbing
job in whieh heis engaged, so long as he
accomplishes his purpose. The public,
whoe execrate his act, cannot discover
his identity. So it i8 with our critic.
Under concealment of his nom de plume
he opens up an unfortunate subject for
an evidently selfish and sinister purpose,
caring little for the sad mewmcries he
ravives or the wrong he inflicts upon
those who have already much to bear.

A distinguished Visitor.

Sir Thoe. Henry Grattan Esmonde, M.
P. visited St. John, on Friday and re.
mained until Sunday night. He held a
reception at the Royal Hotel on Saturday
afternoon and addressed a public m‘eeting‘
in Mechanic’s Institute in the evening.
The latter event is reported in the Tcle-
graph as follows:—

A very large audience Jembled in the
Mechanics'Institute in the evening, to
hear Sir Thomas talk upon Irish affairs.
He was introduced to the audience by
Presiaent James Barry of the Irish Liter-
ary and Benvolent society, who took oc-
casion to thauk those present for their at-
tendance and their interest in the affaits
of Ireland. The Irish people at the pres-
ent time needed all their sympathy, be.
cause of the inhuman treatment accorded
them by the present government.

Sir Thomas received a very warm wel-
come which he acknowledged gracefully.
His address lasted for about an hour, and
was a very deliberate and calm statement
of Irish troubles,and the efforts of the na-
tionalist party to better them. He talked
in a conversational way,received a very at-
tentive hearing, and frequent and enthusi-
astic applause. He said he had heard of
the warmth of the Irishmen of St. John,
but his reception was warmer than he
had anticipated. The chairman had said
that Ireland needed a'l their sympathy

That was true in every respect. At the
present time the coercion act was the
constitution of Ireland and according to
som e gentlemen would remain forever,
de did not think that if the people of St:
John were governed by the coercion act
they would be as loyal as they were to-
day They would be diseatistied jf the
dominion pailiament prohibited/ them
from holding public meetings an®) thelr
newspaper editors from publishing apy-
thing agamst the government.

An Awful Calanity!

HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS OF LIVES LOST
BY FLOODS [N CHINA—IMMENSE DESTRUC-
TION OF PROPERTY.

—

Loxpoy, Jan, 6.—The correspondent of
the Standard at Shaughai gives a very
graphic picture of the tremendous loss of
of the
[oang Ho river and of the tremendous
famine now threatened. About one.
sixth of the entire area of the garden of
China is now converted into a vast lake,
with the gable of some high wall rising
over the river'sincreasing waters to mark
the site of what a short time ago were
prosperous citics of many thousand inhal.
itants, In hundreds of instanses men
who threc months ago were men of wealth
to day sit gazing on the inland sea---stuo-
ned, hungry, stupid and dejected, with-
out a rag to wearor a morsel of food to
eat.,” In districts of Ching Chow aud
Chen Chow no less than three thousand
large villages are stated to have been en-
gulfed ina very fow moments, and scarce-
ly any of their ill-fated people had time
to save themselves. The extent ef the
disaster will be better understood when it
is learned that an extent of country muzh
larger than the whole principality of
Wales and much more thickly popul‘utonl,
isnow a raging sea and that all its inhab-
tauts are either drowned or have fled,

The people so terribly visited cannot
number far short of the whole population
of Ireland, us®the province includes
about twenty-five million inhabitants,
with an aren of sixty-five housand square
miles, and the waters of theriver now
cover between eight and ten thousand
square miles. According to the most
trustworthy authorities the loss of life
will be numbered literally by hundreds of
thousands, while the starving people
must amount to many millions, who are
atterly beggared and depending for sub-
dstence upon the charity of others. ‘L'he
Emperor contributed immense sums for
the relief of the sufferers.

Balisbury at Liverpool.

Liverroor, Jan. 11.—Lord Salisbury
arrived here to-diay and spoke to 5,000
persons. Many thousands unable to gain
admittance waited for the appearance of
Salisbury,sang patriotic songs, and cheer-
ed the Unionist leaders. A pr&minent
feature of Salisbury's speech was. his
dubious utterances in regard to free trade,
due to the fact that Liverpool is the
strongeat centre of the fair trade move-
ment. Nalisbury said the Gladstémans
relied upon the conviction that Ireland
was ungovernable and had diregted their
policy towards securing the fulfifment of
that imagination. Glaistonsa had pro-
phesied that the Conservatives woull
eventually give home rule to Ivcland,
their defence of the union being insincers
Let the Gladstonians consider the spirit
f the Unionists, many of whom had sunk
every party and personal consideration to
preserve the country against Gladstonism,
Never was the principle of national uniom
more sincerely held. The Unionists were
convinced that Ireland would, sooner or
later, become thoroughly consolidated
with Great Britain and peacefully and
prosperously exist under the same legisla-
ture and the same laws, paying the same
esp-ct to the law and enjoying equal Iib-
srty. Vacillation has boen the great
crime of England against Ireland, and no
government could be of any avail uuiess
«t showed that it could govern rasolutely.
Referring to the fair trade muvemaat he
leclared himself a free trader still ou
principle, but said there were many things
xisting in the fiscal system contrary to
ree trade. KExperience teuded to show
that the free trade theory had been carried
too far or misappliel. Some reactiou was
probable. The sagir bountics question
was an instanc: of the huctfal opsrations
of ialiscriminate free trade. The agri-
cultural question was a more diffica t .ub-
ject, It must be admitted that the’inter-
ests of the producdr aud consumer in the
productions of the\}lgiglish soil, bound by
a common interest, must stand or fall to-
vether. He appealed to England to main-
tain the union and was counvinced that
thoso  who thought the next electivn
would upset unionism utterly misread the
sentiments of the Eoglish democracy.

Managoment of Manure.

Farmers waste money. It is true they
to not waste it directly, or many of them
knowingly, but they certainly waste their
manure, which is equivalent to money.
1t seemns strange that so much waste is
tolerated by intelligent farmers. [Iun these
days of agricultural progress and agricul-
tural papers every farmer shonld know
how to take care of his barnyard, and
yet how often d6 we pass by yards that
speak plainly of neglect and waste.

Manure is composel of the solid and
liquid excrement of animals, mixed with
thelivter used for bedding. A very great
deal depends on the animal itself. A
young animal requires a vast amount of
food to build up-and strengthen the sys-
tem, A working animal also requires a
great leal to supply the waste of muscle,
and therefore these animals produce iu-;
ferior manure, Animals that are being
fattened produce avery superior manure,
being unable to assimilaty: all the food
given them. Some kinls of food make
better manurcs than others. Rich foods
make rich manares and poor faod poor
mgnures

Agaiun, the manure of horses is very hot
and dry, that of cattls very colland wet,
while that of hoga is intermediate  Now,
if these manures are kept separate the
first is likely to heat, and the most valu-
able part of it will escape int) the air
atid be lost, leaving behind a pilo of white
and almost useloss material, 'Frue,” this
may bc pievented by allowing cattle and
horses to tramp it down solidly in the
pile.

Oa clay it should
be applied in a coarse stute, as it keeps
the soil loose and open, and there is no
danger of it being lost for some time after
its application.

An Ayrshire Woman's Prayer.
