HentHaDaA, Dee, 15th, 1860.

My Dear Dr. Tuppery~The 10th inst. was =’
calamilous day for oot Mission. Nearly Balf this |
largs town was destroyed by fire, and my house,
with all it contained : books, clothes, farzitur=,
everything, and the Burmese Chapel shared in
the general ruin. - I'was’ absent iat’ fhe  fime at
the out«station of Donabew, and of rourse knew
nothing of the disaster, until many hosrs after
all had bedome a heap of ashes. It is a heary
misfortune indeed, for besides that I'm expect-
ipg my family to arrive in 3or 4 montfs,
the hottest season of the year, when just sueh =
house as has been destoyed is particularly needed
—my plan for travelling among the villsges
must all be given up for this season, Ewery ef-
fort. must be made to erect another house }d'u!
my family, arrive.
