NOTED SCIENTIST
PASSES AWAY

e oes.

Death of Sir John Evans, F. R. S., the
Famous Antiquarian at the
Age of 84

e

The death took place in England 2
few days ago of that great antiquarian
authority, Sir John Evans, F .R. S,
who was tha 1897 president of the
British Association when it met in
Canada. He was 8¢ years old, and his

death removes one of the best-known

and most influential men in the world
of antiquarian science. He was born
on November 17th, 1823, and in his long
life had been associated with mearly
every branch of archacological re-
search. He was a distinguished geo-
logist as well as an antiquary, and he
made use of his attainments and
knowledge in the one science to sup-
plement his inquiries in the other.
Thus, despite Sir John Evans’'s memor-
able contributions to antiquarian
knowledge in respect of coins, of gold
crnaments, and of the results of exca-
vations in Egypt and Grzece, his most
notable c¢laim to a place in scientific
anrals must always be in respect of
his work in posi-tertiary geology. He
studied geology from boyhood, and he
was ona of the first geologists to ap-
preciate the importance of the dis-
covery of flint implements and its
bearing on the habits, methods of
thought and Jevelopment of primitive
man.

It is nearly fifty years since he wrote
the first paper on “Flint Implements
of the Turifts,”” for Archaeclogia.
Twelve years later, in 1872, he pub-
lished his monumenial work on ihe
“Ancient Stone Tmrplements, Weapons,
and Ornaments of Great Britain,” and
in 1881 he completed this line cf in-
quiry by the publication of “The Anc-
ient Stone Implements, Weapons and
Ornaments of Great Pritain and Ire-
land.”” Thie value of these researches
was recognizzd by the presentation to

him of the Geological Society's Lyell

Medal on aceount of ‘‘his distinguished
services to geological science, especial-
ly in the developinent of post-tertiary
geology.” Further than this, the Geolo-
gical Society clected him its president.
He was president, also, of the Anthro-
pological Institute and of the Soclety
of Antiquaries, the Numismatic Soci-
ety and the Egypt Exploration Fund
and the Society of Chemical Industry.

When to these distinctions is added
that of presidency of the British As-
sociation for-the 1897 meeting dt Tor-
onto the chairmanship of the Society
of Arts in 1909, and the post of treas-
urer of thé Royal Society for the vears
1878 to 1808, the range of his interests
and ability will appear equally . re-
markable. The secret’ of his success
wasg, no doubt, his energetic interest
in al)l that came to his hand. He had
that instinct for the proper. value of
things which makes the rare collector,
and his collection of coins, of gold orn-
aments, and of flint implements are of
world-wide reputation. In , pérsonal
characteristics Sir John Evans was of
a type which is best described as the
business-llke - Emnglish gentleman,
though he was in fact Welsh by des-
cent. His manner was extremely de-
cisive; his views always decided, and
his expression of them determined. He
was an excellant  linguist, a first-rate
pusiness man, and hé was High Sheriff
of his county. He was three times
married, and his son, Dr. Arthur
Evans, is well known for his archaeol-
ogical discoveries in Crete.

Terrible  Fate Overtook Haif of Ex-
ploring  Party of- Duke of
Mecklenburg,

BERLIN, Juns 15.—A remarkable dis-
aster has overtaken the exploring ex-
pedition of Duke Adolf Fricdrich of
Mecklenburg in the volcanic region in
the extreme northwestern corner of
German East Africa. In the crater of
Branca, one of the lower mountains,
the party was overtaken by a terrible
snowstorm and twenty of the black
eontingent, nearly half of the expedi-
tion, were frozen to death about ninety
miles south of the Kquator. The par-
ticulars of the tragedy have come from
Dar-es-Salaam in a ‘letter written by
E. Kirschstein, the geologist of the ex-
pedition. The report has the official
endorsement of Duke Adolf Friedrich,
who sybscribed his name to it and it
was written in his behalf during his
illness. The expedition was organized
to make a study of this largest area
of active volcanic phenomena. in. Afri-
ca, and the. earlier reports of progress
have been m.ost favorable,

A SUDDEN STORM.

The report described how, on - March
G5th, as ithe - ‘party was c¢rossing a
shallow swamp, in the -crater. - “‘Sud-
denly, almost out of a clear ‘sky, a
severs hail storm and a thick fog
set in. In a few minutes the tempera-
ture fell to the freezing point. Then
followed a heavy snowstorm, as fierce
as any I ever saw, and I should not
have thought such a:storm was possi-
ble in tropical Africa. if we had not met
with this terrikle experience.

“In vain I urged my men tc hasten.
I knew that to be long in that Ice
cold water would be the death of us
all. We could just see the trees stand-
ing on the crater edge where we were
going and I knew that if we could
reach them we could build a fire and
save our men, who knew nothing of
such cold and snow.

“But the carriers were simply para-
lyzed with terror. They stopped in
their tracks, threw down their loads
and would not budge. All my plead-
ings, commands and threats were
thrown away. ‘We shall all’die,’ they
kept screaming in chorus.

“It ‘was a terrible moment and we
were at our wits’ end. Atslast a few
of the men said they would go with
us, and we took them and my two
Askaris (caravan leaders- and started
for the trees, shouting fcr the others to
follow. " Not a man who was left
behind came after us. At length
through the storm and cold water we
reached the -crater wall and strug-
gled up in the trees. Here we soon
kindled a blazing fire, left the porters
who had come with us to keep it go-
ing and the rest of us went back into
the crater to rescue whom we could.

LEFT TO DIE IN SWAMP.,

“Nearly all the men were speech-
less and none of them ftvere able - to
move when we reached them. We
carried two or three at a time, a
man between two rescuers. In -the
course of two hours we brought a
number of them to the fire, but at
last we could do no more. The men
out in the swamp had tc be left to
their fate and we spent the sleepless
night by the camp fire.

“At the first signs of day we were
down in the crater again. We did not
expect to find any of them allve, and
great was our surprise when we saw
signs of life in my Mnyampara Selim.
He is now in a fair way to live.

“All the others, twenty in number
were dead in the sludge and the fin-
gers of many of them were clutching
the mud at the bottom of the swamp.”
