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PROFESSOR LOWELL FORE-
CASTS THE CRACK OF DOOM

B

Professor Lowell, ‘“of Mars,” has
been frightening the world with prog-
nostieations of a collision between the
sun and “some dark star,” a catclysm
which is to cause “‘a general upheaval
of conditions on the earth,” resulting
in the extinction of the human race.

It is not the first time that the end
of the world has been contemplated by
men of science, who are bound, like
Prospero, to regard “the great globe it-
self”’” as a passing phenomenon. But
there are several possibilities of disso-
lution. Will the world flame to ex-
tinction, overwhelmed in some celestial
catastrophe, such as that which, per-
haps, we™vére witnessing a few years
ago, when the New Star was born in
the Constellation of Perseus? Wwill it
meet a strange death at the tail of a
comet? Or will it endure uninjured till
the glow of the sun sinks from yellow
to dull red and from red to a mere
dusky smudge in the heavens, and
earth’s air and oceans freeze alike, in
cold such as that which now assalils
the moon? Or, before that time arrives,
will man and all the kindred life from
which he sprang have perished from
thirst, as air and water fly from the
earth into the remoteness of space? It
will be noted that of these three pos-
sibilities two are concerned merely
with the disapearance of what we call
life from the earth. The remaining one
contemplates the extinction of the
planet as a whole.

COLLISION WITH STAR?

Consider the last prospect first. Re-
ference has already been made to the
sudden blaze of the New Star in Per-
seus. Could our own sun blaze into
sudden expansion in a similar way by
reason of its own internal energies?
That possibility is considered. more se-
riously now (since the discovery of
the energies locked up in atoms) than
was the case a few years ago. But
though such an expansion m¥ght in-
volve the earth in ruin we can only say
humbly that there is no precedent for
it in any solar movements that we
know.

The next possibility is the collision
of the sun with one of the visible stars,
of which there are many millions. But
though Professor Kapteya, of Gronin-
gen, and Mr, Eddington, of Green-
wich Observatéry, have shown reason
for believing that there are two great
inter-weaving universes of stars which
link into one another, meet and pass,
yet we have no ground for saying that
their orbits are such as to invite col-
lisions. At the rate at which the sun
travels it could not reach the nearest
star for 80,000 years in the miost -fav-
orable circumstances. Therefore,
though some astronomers believe: that
new systems may 'be born through
the approach to one another of suns,
we need mnot consider this possibility
closely—not at least for some tens of
thousands of years to come.

POISONOUS COMET.

Apprehension is sometimes expressed
lest the earth should come into colli-
sion with one of the wandering bodies
of our solar system, such as a comet.
We shall have a narrow

Halley's Comet will cross & point 80
near the earth’s
we may say that we shall only miss its
tail by two 2and a half days. Such is
Mr. D. Smart’s calculation, and if he
is a decimal point or so wrong in his
figures, then possibly the tail may, af-
ter all, brush the earth. This possibil-
ity has not hithefto greatly alarmed
astronomers, who regard the tails of
comets are consisting merely of rare-
fied, electrified gas, such as may be
familiar to most people in the bulbs of
Roentgen ray apparatus.i Presumably
the gas is so thin' that it would have
no effect on our atmosphere, and
would, in short, be lost in it.

But there is one curious possibility.
In the tail of the last comet (Comet
‘Morehouse) the spectroscope discover—
ed traces of the deadly gas cyanogen.
We may reasonably hope that the
quantity is very small. If, on the oth-
er hand, it were very large—very much
larger than we have at present reason
to suspect—then the irruption of a vast
amount of cyanogen gas into our at-
mosphere might poison the whole hu-
man race.

*~  «pDARK STAR" PERIL.

The remaining possibility (Professor
Lowell’s) is that the sun, hastening on
its undeviating way to a point near the
bright star Vega, might hurtle into a
dark planet or a dead sun. Astrono—
rders believe that such bodies exist in
space, and Mr. J. Ellard Bore, F. R. A.
S., has worked out some of the ac-
companying circumstances of such ca-
tastrophe. Such a collision would pro-
duce an enormous amount of heat and
light; the whole surfaoce of the earth
would be reduced to cinders in a few
seconds; and if the invading dead sun
were large enough the whole of the
solar system might be reduced to flain-
ing gas.

But, as Mr. Gore points out, such a
catastrophe could not occur without
our knowing of the coming disaster
years beforehand. When the approach-
ing dark body came within a certain

distance of the sun it would begin to |

shine by reflected light like the pla-
nets. If it were a very large body,
like the sun in size, it would first be-
come visible far beyond the confines
of the solar systein. For soine years
its motion would be very slow, and it
would probably first be discovered as
a telescopic start, not greatly differing
in brightness from others in its neigh-
borhood. It would first be taken for
a “new star'’ or a ‘‘temporary star,”
but the constancy of its light and its
unusual movement as compared with
stars near it would reveal its true
character. The suspicion that it was
nearer the earth than any star would
become a certainty. Then a hope wou'd
spring up that it was a comet. But as
soon as a spectrum photograph could
be taken of it that hope would perish,
for it would be found that its light
was not the glare of a comet, but the
reflected light of the sun. If this si

ister visitor had the same density @

the earth, and was as hcavy as the
sun, Mr. Gore finds that it would be
first found as an unusual telescopic ob-
ject when it was 15,000,000,000 miles
from the sun. |

APPROACHING DOOM.

Its approach would, however, be
slow for the first few years, and ten
years would go by hefore it was with-
in 6,000,000,000 miles. At this distance
it would be distinctly visible to the
naked eye. In about fourteen years
it would be as near as the planet
Uranus, and would then have the
brightness of Arcturus. After that
its distance would rapidly diminish
and its light would quickly increase.
In a year it would be far brighter than
Jupiter and brighter than Venus at
her brightest. Its movement would
| be growing more and more rapid; and
iin about fifty-one days it would be
about the same distance from the sun
i that the earth is. It would not strike
Ithe earth, but in eight days after pass-
ling us it would rush into the sun, while
| the sun rushed to meet it, each body
moving at a speed of 400 miles a sec-
ond. Both bodies would be reduced to
gas within an hour, and the heat gen-
i erated would be enough not only to
destroy the earth, but most of the
plancts of the solar system.

It is possible that the dark star
might not rush directly in the sun. It
might approach the solar system in a
curve like an eclipse (as a comet ap-
proaches the sun) and then retreat
again. But if it approached the earth
its attraction would uplift great areas
of the earth’s crust, tearing them
away and releasing strains and forces
underneath. If it approached the sun,
the same pulling action of gravity
would cause great arms of flame mil-
lions of miles long to leap out from
the sun. And finally, if such a body
merely approached our system, it
# might produce such an alteration In
ithe orbits of the planets as to malke

them unstable, and give rise to the

;possibility that the planets themselves
| would fall into the sun.

OLD AGE OF EARTH.

Such would be the forms of sudden
! death of our planet. So far as we can
| speak of probabilities in these mat-
| ters, it is more likely that the earth’s
!life will quietly go out, The most evi-
| dent path to extinction will be the fail-
ing light and heat of the sun. The
sun cannot go on giving out light and
| heat for ever. As it contracts it may
‘a’dd to its ability to give out energy,
| because energy is producuced by the
{ collisions of its falling-in particles;
| and it has even been suggested that
| {n the laboratory of the sun there may
be processes which releases the lock-
ed-up energies of atoms. But our sun
| has already gone some way to decad-
ence. There are in the heavens htars
or suns of various types. There is the
: pluish white type, like the great Sir-
jus, but older than these are the gol-
den yellow type, like our sun. The
sun has receded from the bright youth
of the first type. Beyond it lie other
types, of which the chief are the Red
Stars. That is the type to which our
sun is coming. Many of them have
variations, as if their waning fires
now and again flickered into bright-
ness. Such is the future of our sun.
‘We have no trustworthy means of
| estimating the distance of the epoch,
but many millions of years hence the
sun will grow a duller and duller red.
The earth, its day lengthened, and
even lengthening, till we turn always
the same face to the sun, will grow
colder and colder. The oceans will
freeze—if there are oceans—the atmos-
phere itself will freeze, and no form of
life, except, perhaps that of th chum-
| plest bacteria, will survive.
