miles. tor -the . Indlana trophy. - The
specification’ limited entrants to light
cars,

test.for the Cobe-cup, the big event of
the meet.

Practically all., the best drivtsrs of
the country appeured in today’s race.

The machines were started by Fre«,t
‘W. Wagner, who has officiated in a
similar capacity in all the Vanderbilt
runs on Loyg Island. Asa Paine, -of
Minneapolis, acted as referee. Leaving
'the . grandstand the machines fisshed
away over a straight-away stretch of
1.4 miles, where a sharp turn brought
them into one -of the: principal resi-
dence streets of Crown 2oint for a
spurt of .7 miles. At the end of this
they turned to the northwest -for an
megular four mile run to Cedar Lake.
On this leg there are three sharp cor
ners and three easy ones, incluilag the
picturesque “8.” At the 2nd of Cedar
Lake there begins a straight-away of
5.7 miles. The road is rolling but the

grade 'is gradually descending:all the'

way to Lowell. At Lowell after pass-
ing under a viaduct the road takes a
sharp turn 4o ‘the east. Half a mile
out it turns sharply around a cemetery
and tben is stranht-away' tor three
miles.

Turning nerth again there is a
straight away .-of 71 miles, - which
brings the cars past the grand stand.

ner and he would then know the differ-
‘ence betweerl 20 miles an hour and the
rate which the car was being driven
on the night in question,

Henry- D. Rogers who'was a passen-
ger in the-aufo, gave: eyidence that it
was ridiculous tq ‘think that the ear
could have been driven round the cor-
Ner at a 20 mile an hour clip, and that
it was onfy being driven at a moderate
rate,

The magistrate said that it was the
second case of an automobiligt being
reported ,and while the policemen
were perfectly right in reporting the
matter it might be said that a person
is sometimes mistaken as to the speed
of passing teams or automobiles.

PITTSBURG, Pa., ' Julie -18.—More
than 10,000 skilled workmen, membpers
of the Amalgamated ' Association of
Iron, Steel and Tin Workers, who are
employed by the American Sheet and
Tin Plate Company, a subsidiary of the
United States Steel Corparation, will
quit work on the night of June 30, at
which time the ‘“‘open shop’” order of
the company becomes effective. Many
unskilled workmen will also he af-
fected.

The decision to take this action fol-
lowed a special convention held here.
At a previous meeting, held by the ad-
visory board, resolutions were adoptea
strongly recommending that the union
resist the company’s order.

The following annouyncement was
made by P. J. McArdle, president of
the Amalgamated Association:

‘““The representatives of the sheet and
tiri mill Jodges, held for the .urpose of
taking action on the declaration of the
Amerioan Sheet and Tin Plate Com-
pany to run its plant non-union, have
decided that the Amalgamated Associ-
