At Union Hall, North End, last night,

‘L'he reputation
of the good ladies of the North lnd,
representted I believe tonight chiefly by
the Women’s Christian Temperance
Union of this locality, is something
gustain, They have earned this reputa~
tion in times past, and I think I nay say
they have justified it to the fullest pos-
sible degree. In entertaining us as they
have done we have but been dbserving
the traditional Bnglish custom of cele-
brating some grealt result achieved by
gatheting around a well-loaded table and
of participating in the hospitalities of the
board. :
Congratulated Workers.

“I desire tonight to congratulate who
are here tomight, representing -the great
body of the workers in the city and
county of St. John, who have won Hhis
great vidtory. In speaking of the result,
shall T say’ our victory? 1 think not. 1
oughlt rather to say, your victory; for, let
me say, that 1 feel with all sincerity that
the credit is exclusively yours. I do not
think it would have been possible to have
thrown more zeal and energy into a cam-
paign thin was evinced by the workers in
the city and county of St. Jchn, and 1n
no portion of it more conspicuously than
in the North End. (Cheers.) 1 canmot
feel that I could personally have been the
incentive to this effort because I happen
to be a minister of the crown. I am widd-
ing to assume that some little measure
was felt toward me on the part of those
who have known mre. I am willing to as-
sume that during the course of my public

life I have won some friends; but I can-

not justiy think that it was any personal
consideration which inspired the zeal and
effort that was put forth that day. 1 feel
that every man of you in your hearts
reallized there was a cause behind the ef-
fort you were making, behind the candi-
date you were supporting, and behind
the government which you rep'resennteq 5
that there was a cause which made it
worth your while to threw that power
and forve into the contest which brought
about such a triumphant result. (Cheers.)
1 congratulate ybu on that success, and
in doing so I think 1 may claim that you
have fought a good and square fight. You_
have fought a worthy fight, and one Of
whidh you need not be ashamed. I think
I can say that on my part I endeavored,

| as you endeavored, to carry out that ton-

test in a manly way. (Cheens.) We re-
sorted to no influence that would be un-
worthy of us as men. We appealed to
none of the feelings which ocught not to
be aroused. We sought to raise no per-
soral cries nor to make any personal at-
tacks upon our opponents. We did not
resort to any of those agencies of which
a man would be ashamed in his calmer
| and cooler moments. [ repeat, that we
fought a squarg and manly fight, and that

the Fight.

we won a square and manly victory.
There is nothing you have to regret, there
is mothing you have to recall, there is
nothing for which you need apologize. 1
therefore feel we ought to be content
with our conduct in the struggle.

The Losers’ Fight.

“Can we say as much in truth with re-
gard to our oppoments? L wich we colild.
It would be healthier for us in our elec-
tion fights if we coud. It wou'd afford
a better prospect for future struggles, be-
cause we will have such struggles, if we
couid regard in a different way the course
which our oppoments took. When 1 look
across this continent and see how the
closing struggles in this great election bat-
tle are being foughtt, and read in the pub-
lic press the means wihich are being re*
sorted to in ordeér to win a vietory, 1 am
led to ask myself the question whether
there does not reside in the great Liberal
party a monopoly of the tolerance and
epirit of patriotism which is the highest
ideal of loyalty. (Cheers.) Read the ut-
terances on the public platform by no less
a person than Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per and by Mr. Clarke Walldce, both of
whom have filled high positions in the
government of this country and who know
that we have different races and different
religious beliefs among our people, and
you will see how desperately they are en-
deavoring to set ohe class against an-
other, and one creed against another.
From the botitom of my heant I wish that
this jvere not the case, because every
lover of Camada must feel in his heart
that we should have unity among our
people, that we should dismiss from our
thought any question as to whether a man
is a Methodist, a Baptist, an Bpiscopalian
or a Catholic, whether he is Krench or
English. We ought to regard each otther
a%. Canadians, -and reaiize ‘at -the. sames
time that only by the heartiest co-oper-
ation can we hope ‘to ensure to our- do-
minion that prosperity and progress whica
judtly belongs t9 us,  (Cheers.)

The Question in St. John.

“The attention of all Canada was con-
centrated upon the contest in this city.
Why? Not simply because a minister of
the crown was on one side and an ex-
mifiister on the other. That would un-
doubtedly have given it a conspicuous
place in the public mind. It was due to
afiovher cause. It was due to the fact
that there was a guestion of special inter-
est and importance, wihich had been
brought into the campaign for the pur-
pose of creating a pamic ainong the elec-*
tors and ofleading them to vote other-
wise than they would have done under
ordinary circumstances. It was mnot an
ordinary political movement, nor was the
isste connected with the general policy
of the government. M was not a question
of administration which had been under
debate; It was an entirely new question
which had not previously been treated by
political parties. It was a quesbion be-
tween the government as represented by
the department of reilways on the one
hand, and the great corporation of the
Canadian Pacific railway on the other.. 1t
was that which chiefly accentuated the
contest, and T am bound to say that in
the result you fully realized my expec-
tations. You worked like ‘Trojans, you
stood your ground like men. (Uheers.)

St. Juhn Stood By the Right.

“I think that no higher tribute could
be paid to the sterling. manhood of the
peopie of the city and county of St. John
than was the result of that fight. You
had the power of that great corporation
arrayed against the candidate of the gov-
ernment. You had the most eloquent and
in some respedts the most able ex-min-
ister of the opposition as the champion
of the otier cause. He was here to pre-
sent every phase of the question that wus
calculated to excite your anxiety and
alanm.  But he failed. (Cheers.) Why?
Bécause the intelligence of the people oi
this constituency, and their solid manhood
stood them in good stead in the crisis.
And, sir, I wanit to say that no constitu-
ency could stand better in the esteem ot
the people of Canada than stands the con-
stituency which 1 have the honor to repre-
sent. (Cheers.) I want to tell you that
there is a warmth of feeling all over this
country towards you because you demon-
strated a fact which I think needed to
be demomstrated. You proved that there
is mo corporation so powerful that it is
greater than the people. (Cheers.) 1
have myself always felt that there was
an error in the mind of the great majority
of the people as to the real power of these
wlilway corporations. I admit their power
in a general way; but I think it has been
shown that the great railway corporations
are not as influential as they imagined
themselves to be. Now, I am no énemy
of railway corporations. I think I know
my own mind, and I know how I feel
toward them.  ¥or many things they are
blamed unjustly. Many things they are
expected to do they cannot reasonably
do. But they are corporations all
game, and it is needful that they should
be kept within proper dheck, and I. want
to express my cohfident opinion tonigh't
that from this thne forward they are
liable to be kept in proper dhieck. (Cheens.)

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HOW CINADIANS FOUGHT

Told by Mr. Fred’k Hamilton,
War Correspondent, Who

WAS WITH THE REGIMENT

Up to the Time it Arrived at Pre-
toria -- A Graphic Description
Ilustrated by Photographs of the
Fighters and of the Places Where
the Fighting Was Done.

Mr. Frederick Hamilton, the talented
and enterprising correspondent of the To-
vonto Globe with the first contingent,
had a full house at®the Mechanics’ Insti-
tute last evening, and was listened to
with the greatest attention as he told the
story of the Royal Canadian Regiment,
from the time it left Quebec in the Sar-
dinian umtil after many hard marches
and arduous contest it arrived at Pre-
toria. The lecture was illustrated by a
large number of lime light pictures from
photographs taken on the spot. - Consid-
ering the fact that these views were taken
under the most unfavorable circum-
stances, some of them while the operator
was under rifle fire, they weré very ex-
cellent and served to illustrate in a most
satisfactory manner the rds of the lec-
turer. Mr. Hamilton, who modestly Jkeeps
his own achievements on the field of bat-
tle in the background,‘is a slin gentle-
man who looks-almost too delicate for
the rough work”of a campaign. Yet no
correspondent who went to South Africa
did better work than he, and he beat
them all in sending the news of the batitle
of Paardeberg, the: contest in which our
men, so greatly distéhguished themselves.
Mr. Hemilton has & pleasing style, and
he was able to maké very clear the vat-
ious movements he undertook to' relate.
The delivery of his lectufe occupied an
hour and a haif, but,no ome thought it
ttoo long, indeed it Was necessarily greatly
abbreviiated, there were so many things
to tell.

Mayor Daniel introduced the lecturer
in a breif speech and explairied that there
woulld be an intermigsion of five minutes
duting which there wouldgbe some music.
The music was furnished the band of
the 62nd Regiment, which 'sent. so many
of its members to’the fiont, and the re-
| turned members. of Cotfipany “G” were
all present in their khaki uniforms.
BEvery one was pleased to know that Com-
pany “G” was so well thought of, and
the words of praise he gave the officers
and men of our New Brunswick comapny
were well received. He spoke very highly
of Capt. Jomes and -of Lieuts. Kaye and
MedLean, and our .people were glad to
know that their townsmen had done such
good service at the front.

Mr. Hamilton’s deseription of the battle
of Paardeberg, which was illustrated by
many views, was the most interesting por
tion of his lesture and it made clear to
many what bhad not been clear before,
The audience were partieularly interested
in the share taken by Company *“‘G” in
forcing the surrender of Crofije’s army,
Company “G” and Company “H” having
reached a position from which they could
enfilade the Boer trenches. For their
share in this battle the Royal Canadians
have won a high reputtation in the British
army anid (he reflection of their glory
has extended to all Canada and placed
the Canadian people in the most favorab'e
light before the people of the whole Brit-
ish empire.

ELECTRIC CANAL SYSTEM.
Belgium, Holland and France Will Adopt It.

New York, Nov. 29—Frank Hawley,
who has been commissioned by American
intterests to advocate the principle of elec-
tric propulsion for canals, has returned
to London from the continent, says the
Tribune’s London correspondent. He re:
ports that Plans for the electric canal
service- have been adopted in Belgium
and Holland and that France is getting
ready for the service, which is the same
as proposed for the Lrie canal. The en-
tire system will be introduced from the
United States.

A Medical Investigation Into a Butchery.

Ottawa, Nov., 29.—(Special)—The minis-
ter of justice has asked for a medical in-
vestigation into Morrison, of Moosenim,
N. W. 1., condemned to death for the
butchery of a whole family. There ap-
pears, from the meagre evidence at hand,
to be an entire absence of motive for the
hornible crime. Until such time as med-
ical report has been received the case
will nott be dealt with by the department.

Heavy Damages Claimed.

Toronto, Nov. 29—A writ on behali of the
Dunlcp Pnuematic Tire Company, London,
England, was issued here yesterday against
Senator George A. Cox, Edward Gurney, E.
B. Ryckman, barrister, all of Toronto; War-
ren Y. Scper, Ottawa; Dunlop Tire Company,
Limited, of Canada, and American Dunlop
Tire Company, claiming damages to the
amount of a quanrter of a million dollars for
alleged breach of contract. The plaintiff com-
pany alleges the defendanits senit tires to
Australia in violation of a contract not to
ship tires out of America.

Victim of Criminal Operation.

Toronto, Nov. 20—Mrs. Margaret Milne, the
victim of a criminal operation alleged to
have been performed by Joseph E. Hazleton,
druggist, died last night. ‘Hazleton has been
under arr¢st for about a week, charged with
having performed the cperation. The charge
against him now is chauged to that of mur-
der.

A Warm Welcome by the British People—Will be?IIiiS;p_é_c: _
by Queen Victoria at Windsor Castle Today——-(l}engra'l;; 38

De Wet and Some British Commanders Are
Having a Warm Time in South Africa. & ;

London, Nov. 29.—A detachment- of
260 men belonging to the Royal Canadian
Regimentt, Colonel Otter commanding,
which have just reached England f{rom
South Africa by the Hawarden COastle,
arrived in London today and proceeded
to Kensington barracks.

Since their amival at Southampton,
whera they were welcomed by Major
General Robert MacGregor Stewart, the
Canadians have been greeted everywhere
with applause. (General Stewart made a
brief speech to the Canadians, during
whidh he said Englishmen rejoiced at
thefr bravery and deeds just as much as
they rejoiced over the honons achieved
by the home troops and their kinsmen
from all the colonies brought together by
the war. Colonél Otter expressed his
thanks for the sympathetic utterances,
and the Canadians took the train for Lon-
don.

The reception of the Canadians in
London wus most enthusiastic. Large
crowds at the rmailroad station cheered
and re-dheered them and the whole route
from the station to the barracks was
lined with similarly cordial throngs.

Flags, including many Canadian em-
blems, were displayed everywhere. The
men marched in splendid ovder and ap-
peared to be in perfedt condition. Wihile
they were drawn up in the barrack square
the Duke of Abercorn, chairman of the
reception committee, congratulated them
cn their achievements. General Trotter

| followed in a similar strain. He also read

a letter from the Duke of Connaught,
evlogizing the work of the Canadians.

The Canadians will proceed to Windsor
tomorrow forenoon and will be there re-
viewed, by the Queen.

Montreal, Nov. 20—The Star's special
cable from Iondon says the heartiest wel
come awaited the Canadians this after-
ncon, on reaching Addison Road station
from Southampton. As the train entered
the station a band of Scots Guards played
the national anthem and the crowds outside
the station who had been waiting for sev-
eral houts, cheered enthusiasticully. Cheers
were renewed as Col. Otter alighted witl:
Col. Buchan, and Captains Fiset, Macdon-
nell, Burstall, Lawless, Mason and Almond,
and Lieutenants Swift, Caldwell, Lafferty,
Temple, Carpenter and 280 men. Along
crowded streets and headed by the band
of the Scots Guards and Cold Stream
Guards, the Canadians marched to Ken-
sington Barracks, meeting with the warmesi
reception en route. At the barracks they
were formally received by the Duke of
Aberdcorn, Lord Grey and others on be-
half of the reception committee. The ac-
commodation at the barracks was most
comTortable. The officers are quartered
in Kensington Palace hotel which has
painful interest for Canadians inasmuch
as Sir John Thompson stayed there the
night before his tragic death at Windsor
Castle. The Canadians spent a quiet even-
ing tonight, having declined all invitations.
Tomorrow they will be received by the
Queen at Windsor, and on Monday by
the Prince of Wales at Albany Barracks.
The contingent will sail for Canada De-
cember 10.

The Telegram’s special cable from Lon-
don says: Lord Strathcona, Canadian High
Commissioner, headed a deputation of
prominent people that assembled this
morning to greet the officers and men of
the Royal Canadian Regiment. on their ar-
rival in this ety from Southampton,
where they landed a few hours before,
from the ITawarden Castle, fresh {rom
South Africa. Among those who accom-
panied Lord Strathcona and welcomed in
hearty British styvle his fellow countrymen,
who have won the admiration of the
mother country for their deeds of valor
on the battlefield, were the Earl of On-
slow, formerly governor of New Zealand
and under secretary for the colonies, and
Major-General 1. Trotter, commandant of
the home division of the army. A crowd
had assembled at the station along with
these notablez, and loudly cheered the
Canadians as they stepped from the train.
The regiment formed in parade order and
with Colonel- Otter in ecommand,  marched
through the streets to Kensington Dar-
racks, and were tendered an ovation all
n.}nng the route which was crowded with
citizens.

At the Barracks Col. Otter read to his
men the Duke of Connaught’s letter of
welcome. General Trotter also heartily
welcomed _ the. contingent in a brief and
stirring speech.

KNOX HEADED BOERS OFF.

Some of the Dewetsdorp Booty Recap-

tured—Commando Broken Up.
_ Cape Town, Nov. 29.—General Knox, by
a rapid march of 26 miles, succeeded in
getting in front of General De Wet, plac-
ing himself between the Boers and the
Orange River. De Wet is now helieved
to be going westward to join Hertzog af
Bemplaatz.

Coionel Pilcher had a smart skirmish
Tuesday, Nov. 27, with part of (eneral
De Wet’s command, wthich was convoying
loot captured at Dewetsdorp. The Boers
retreated, abandoning a portion of the
loot and a large number of horses. For-
mer-President Steyn and (General De Wet
were in ciose proximity to the scene of
the fighting, but they eluded the British.
The Boers were so tenacious that Colonel
Pilcher's men actually reached a position
within 30 yards of them, where revolver
qliots were exchanged. 'L'he Boers shelled
the British with 15-pounders captured at
Dewetsdorp.  Ex-President Steyn and
(General De Wet, who were breakfasting
at a farm near by, rode off to the west-
ward, leaving the British front clear. Lhe
British casualties were one man killed
and six men wounded. Several Boers who
had been wounded were found by the
British. Steyn and De Wet have since
been reporied to be encamped to the west-
ward between Helvetia and the railroad,
but the command appears to have broken
up into three bodies. Distviet Commis
sioner Boyle, of Dewetsdorp, remams in
the enstody of the burghres. Many far-
mers in the district haye joined General
De \Wet.
