Mr. Hazen divected the attention of the
house to the fact that the Winding
‘Ledgea dam bill against which this legis-
lature had protesed in 1903 was again be-
fore parliament.

The leading
idea of the bill is thdt life insurance be-
longs to the man who insures and that
the insured may ch thie beneficiary in
cases where no financial consideration has
rpn.ed._ He thought this was a reasonable
proposition as circumstances might arise
which made it desirable and indecd neces-
sary to make such a change.

Another provision of the hill is that any
action to enforce a conbtraot of insurance
made in the province may be sued in the
courte of the province mo matter where
the head of the company be,

Another provision is that the applica-
tion of the insured shall no longer be held
to be & part of the contract and that any
statements which are not correct shall not
void the policy unless the courts consider
thet they are material to the contract

BIG CHANGES IN
LAKE OF WOODS

Milling Company Changes
Hands

RUSSELL INTEREST
SELLS $1,800,000

Toronto Syndicate Buys Out the Hold-
ings of Mr. Russell and His Friends
--St, John Directors Retire--An-
nouncement a Big Surprise Even
to President Meighen.

Montreal, March 22—(Special)—Lhe con-

(Milling Company, one of Canada’s greatest
industrial enterprises, has changed hands.

The recent sharp advance in the price of
the preferred stock on the Montreal ex-
change gave rise to various rumors, which
today took definite shape in the announce-

ment that David Russell and his friends
had disposed of $1,800,000 of preferred and
common stock to a Toronto syndicate, act-
ing through E. R. Wood, manager of the
Central Canada Loan & Savings Bank, ot
which Hon. G. A. Cox is president.

Tt was erroneously stated here today that
(Montreal parties were also interested in
this syndicate,, but this probably arose
through the fact that the Canadian Bank
of Commerce are acting as financial agents
of the Central Canada Loan Company in
paying over the money, and that ¥. H.
Mathewson, lagal manager of the bank,
and James Crathers, one of its directors,
are to join the directors of the Milling
Company.

The entire personnel of the new board
has not yet been announced. Messrs.
David Russell, Robert ‘‘homson, ‘W. H.
Murray, Cyrus A. Birge and Albert Mac-
Laren, who represented the Russell inter-
est, are retiring from the directorate and
their places will be filled by representa-
tives of the Toronto syndicate.

Robert Meighen will retain the presi-
dency, and thé“present Montreal directors,
easrs, Robert! Reford, Thomas iische,
gnd ‘Hon. Robert MacKay, will' probably
retain their sedts. ' ‘

tire capital stock of the lake of - ‘Lhe
Woods ‘Milling* Uompany for $2,800,000,
which ‘#um 4é¥ advanced to him by the
Mercharits’ Bé#hk of Canada. Up to that
time the!'éonfpany had been virtually a
close corporatién, with & small capital, but
earning larfge piofits. Mr. Russell then re-
organizéd' thestompany, issuing $1,000,000
of six per cerit. bonds, $1,500,000 of seven
per’ cent.. preférence stock, and $2,000,000
of ‘common, shares.

Robert Meighen, who has been presi-
dent of thie coftipany since its inception, i8
not a member of the Toronto syndicate,
and was not informed until yesterday that
the deal had heen completed. He stated
himself to'a representative of a local news-
paper today that #e had been in complete
ignorance of the transaction. Not a single
director of the company, with the excep-
tion of Mr. Russell, had any inkling of
what was contemplated wuntil the an-
nouncement was made today.

P, ENGINES CRISH
VEIR THE BAY SHORE,
MEN HBE KILLE

William Rogers’ Life Crushed Out Instantly ; Oliver
Carrier Dies on Way to Hospital

to Have Caused Head-on

Mistake or Omission in Orders to Yard Foreman Believed

Collision---Allan Worden Has

Legs Broken; Murray Campbell Scalded---C. P. R. In-
vestigating---Coroner Kenney Likely to Hold Inques:.

William Rogers, of Beaconsfield, son of
Captain Rogers, of Beaconsfield, was killed
in a head-on collision of locomotives on
the C. P. R. near Bay Shore Thursday
night, and Oliver Carrier, of Milford, fire-
man, died as he was being conveyed to the
hospital. Murray Campbell, an engineer,

yard foreman had both legs. broken.

The accident happened mnear OChristo-
pher’s Brow under Fort Dufferin, about
9 o’clock. It was a head-on collision and
it was officially given out last night that]
as far as could then be learned it seemed
there was a mistake in orders to the yard
fareman.

C. P. R. engine No. 2104, with Murray
Campbell, engineer; Oliver Carriér, fire-
man; William Rogers, yard man, and Al-
lan ‘Worden, yard foreman, was shunting,
and had started to take a van from
the east to the west of the yard to place
on a van eiding.

When approaching a bend the van col-
lided with engine No. 992 in charge of Ed-
ward Griffiths, whose fireman was a young

Worden, and in the far end of the van
was a man named Mabee.

The engines were too close together
to permit of any hope that they could be
stopped. It is thought that Rogers and
Worden were standing on the footboard,
which position kept them in ignorance of
the fact that a locomotive was coming to-
ward them. Griffiths, Woodland and Ma-
bee jumped, and the engine and van came
violently together.

Instantly Killed.

Rogers and Worden were crushed into
the wreckage and it is believed that
Rogers’ death was instantaneous.

Jngincer Griffiths, his fireman and Ma-
bee were uninjured, The trucks of the
van crashed into the broken tender, and
between the two ends Rogers’: mangled
body ‘was found.” Worden had managed to
partly free himseelf, but not before both
legs were broken. At the other end of
the engine Carrier was drenched with
scalding water from the broken boiler,
but the engineer, Murray Campbell, escap-
ed with elight injuries from the scalding
water and he was able to walk home. Both
engines were badly wrecked.

Carrier and Worden. The ambulance
backed to the end of the car and the
to be taken out wae Carrier. He see :
unconscious. He had been horribly scilc
ed, and his body was swathed in bandages.
‘I'he ferry boat was held, and 4s soon as
Carrier was laid in the ambulance it left
for the floats. ‘W, E. McKinnon accom-
panied him. But the lad was already dy-
ing and while on the ferry he passed away.

A gleigh had been procured for the ac-
commodation of Worden.
