Ottawa, May 27—The minister of mili­

tia, Hon. Col. Hughes, is instituting an 
important change in connection with the 
annual training camps. At present. there 
is but one national military training 
ground for the higher tactieal field man­
oeuvres and for artillery practice, namely 
Petawawa. To this camp the artillery, 
the permanent corps, the engineering ser­
vices, etc., are now brought from all parts 
of the dominion. This involves a large 
expenditure for transportation and 
sider&ble loss of time to the men coming 
from the west or from the maritime prov­
inces. The transportation expenses oHhe 
maritime provinces contingent to Pet* 
wawa this year, for instance, will be more 
than $30,000.

Hon. Mr. Hughes believes that there 
should be at least three national training 
camps for a country the size of Canada 
and he is now negotiating for the pur­
chase of areas in the maritime provinces 
and in the west where the men from 
these districts can secure the training they 
now have to come to Petawawa for.

"There is another most extraordinary 

feature in connection with this transac­
tion,” went on Dr. Pugsley, “Mr. Flem­
ming states that the N. B. Coal and Rail­
way being a line from Minto to Norton, 
is also to be operated by the C. P. R.
He, carefully ana from his own standpoint, 
wisely conceals from the people the fact 
that the C. P. R. is to have the use of 
this line of railway, not upon the ordinary 
terms upon which railways are leased by 
the lessee paying either a fixed rental or 
a fixed percentage of the gross earnings, 
but as anyone who reads the statute will 
see, the compensation to the province for 
handing over to the company this valuable 
piece of property, which under the old 
commissioners had begun to earn a sur­
plus, is only to be 50 per cent of the net 
earnings. The result of this will be that 
not only the O. P. R. have the usual prof­
its included in the operating expenses, but 
will have 50 per cent of the net earnings 
besides, and I have it on the best of auth­
ority that under the agreement to lease 
the C. P. R. will have the right to first 
apply the* gross earnings to betterjnent 
of the road before there is any division of 
the net earnings.

“This most improvident ' arrangement 
uritier which a property belonging to the 
province and worth $1,200,000 is practically 
handed over as a free gift to the C. P.
R. would be wholly inexcusable under any 
circumstances but very much more repre­
hensible is it when the avowed policy cf 
the federal government is to take over the 
branch lines connecting with the I. C. R. 
and when the province might reasonably 
expect that this road which could be made 
a most important feeder of the I. C. R. 
would, if taken over by the federal gov­
ernment upon just and equitable terms, 
yield to the province for all time a revenue 
of between $40,000 and $50,000 a year.
