Ottawa, Dec. 2—So far Canada’s shell
orders from Great Britain total 20,000,~
000 shells, and the money value of the
orders is estimated at $220,000,000. With
additional orders expected between now.
and the end of the year, amounting to
$180,000,000, the total of war orders for
shells and fixed amunition alone will

$875,000,000.

Up to now deliveries of- shells from
Canada have aggregated about 8,500,000
shells. )

General Bertram declared that. to fill
the shell orders already placed and those
‘pending 45,000,000 pounds of copper and
brass would be needed, 1,500,008 pounds
of tin, 10,000,000 pounds of resin‘' and
about 800,000,000 pounds of steel. The
steel requirements, he said, would tax
to the limit the output of every plant in
Canada, while the new industry of cop-
per and zinc refining in Canada would
be given an unlimited market with high
prices. for the output.

General Bertram further declared that
not one complaint had been, 8o far, re-
ceivéd from the war office regarding any
of the shells shipped from Canada.
