Sufferings of sSurvivors - Forty=three
Persons Lost and Missing?

New York, Sept, 6 —Steamer ¢« loro
Castle,”” which arriged to day from Hava-
na. brought Capt. Mauryand 41 of the
survivors of the steawer « Bienville.” The
pumber of passcngers saved thus far re
ported is 38, the pumber of officers and
crew 46, making 84 in all known to he
saved. The number known to be drowned
9; number missing from boat No.'5,and
probably. drowned, 10: number_ unheard
from, 24.: total, 127. E. H. Lawlor, Al-
bany, gives a very interesting narrative of
the burning of the steamer and subsequent-
sufferings of the survivers. He lost every-
thing, and is suffering greatly {from fatigue
and exposure, and was secarcely able to re-
¢te consecutively the harrowing sceves
through which he passed after the burning
of the stcamer. He says:— i

We left New York on the 10th of Av-
gust, bound for Aspinwall. We had one

‘hundred and thirtz passengers and a pleas
ant voyage until the

on the morning of that day; in lat. 25.12,
long. 74 15, smyke wus discovered issuing
from the - hatch below the steerage deck.
The dotkey-engine was get at work, but
soon broke down,when the flames still con
tinuing to inerease, orders were given to
batten down the hatches and .prepare to
take the boats. At 7 o'clock Capt. Maury
ordered the life-brats launched, They
wore seven in _pumber, and cught to have
beén capable 6f earrying all tho-passen-
gers.- 'The number placed in these varied
irom ten to thirty-two..

Atfter this the sun was 1atensely hot.
and we clung as best we could to the hoat
for several hours, with heavy seas washing
over us and ‘the” tropical sun pouring ov
our uncovered heads. We were without
food vr water for forty-two hours, there
being but one lemon to be divided amcng
the twenty:five sarvivors. After clinging
to the boat all these hours, the broken
boat, whi¢h was first capsized, drifted to-
wards us. This was our only hope, we hav-
ing no oars or means by whieh to rightour
own boat, and we could not have lasted
but & few moments longer. One or two,
who had sufficient strength, managed to
orawl into the broken baat and with their
hands began the work of bailing out obr
otwh boat.~ We all bad on life preservers,
otherwise none of us could have survived.

In the broken bont we found only one oar.
Fi a''y our boat was bailed and we got into
her. A samlor named Peter Barry, who
suhsequently proved himself a hero, im-
provised a saii, using the skirts of the
ladies and the shirts ol the men, ‘rigged to
an oar, and we made our way with this as
best we could towards land. Before leav
ing the ship.Capt. Maury told- us that the
nearest land was Watland's IsIwnd. and for
this point we made, taking our. bearings
from the sun and judging the hour, all
having lost our watches. Even now our
sufferings were intense. With wet cloth-
ing great heat of the sun and

we despaired of being saved, Heavy secas

were continually breaking over us, adding
to ourmisery. About2 o’clock the steamer
exploded with a tremendous report and im
mediately sank, bearing everything on
board with her. Nothing whatever was
saved. 1 hope never to witness. or experi-
ence such sufferings as attended us after
§1is : but.cheered on by our sailor hero all.
even the lidies, bore up with fortitude and
resignation. ‘When night came we t00

the stars for our bearings, and kept before
the wind with our strapgely-contrived
siil. ‘The waves ran thirty or forty leet
bigh, and we belicved, although we could
see-no land, that we* were near it. We
¢ asted all that night endeavoring to find
a safe landing-place. It wasa task of im-
wense diﬂicu?ty in the terrific gale and tre-
mendous sea which was rolling. About 3
a. m. we landed at Cat Island, San Salva-
dor. - It sc happened that we landed in a
calm under the skilful pilotage of our
heroic Barry, although a few minutes later
the storm was renewed with redoubled fury.
Oat 1sland we found to be perfectly barren
and for a long time we believed it to be un
inhabited. ~ Our feelings when we found

and with neither water nor food, no words
can describe. Several of our party started
out to explore the island, and shortly be-
fore daylight some of them found several
thatebed huts., Upon closer oxamination
we discovered quite a colony of colored
people living in the bhuts, who were en-
gaged in the prepagation of frait for the
New York market. They lost no time ‘n
relieving our distress, and administered to
our wants in_every possible way. First
they gave us, in our famished condition,
very little liquor, soon after they started
fires and made gruel. The hour was late.
We were given chicken and other substan

wants having been satisfied, the ladies were
given dry skirts and hats; coats and shoes
were distributed among the men. Mr.
Stewart, resident United States Consul at
the island, soon was informed of our a°ri-
val, and immediately did all in his power
to relieve us.
