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OUTLOOK AND RETROSPECT

The annual address of the President of the Cana-
dian Bank of Commerce, Sir Edmond Walker, is a
deliverance upon the commercial ontlook in this
country, that is eagerly looked for by the manufae-
turers and business men throughout the entire Dom-
fnion. In daily touch with the commercial as well
#s the agricultural situation, with bis long experience
with the business interests in Canada, as well as the
financial centers in London and New York, there
are few who are better qualitied to forecast the commer-
iwial future, to raise the storm signals before impending
disaster, or to encourage timid eapital by an optimistie
outlook, than he. In his address upon the occasion
of the annual meeting in Toronto recently, in referring
%0 the National War debt, and the problem of carrying
it he says: i s

*“In the early years of the war we sold securities
in the United States, and if, in winding up our war
accounts we find that Great Britain owes us about as
much as we have borrowed abroad since August 1914,
we shall have the proud satisfaction of having paid
our share of the cost of the war out of our own pockets.
On the one hand, we shall know that in the greatest
emergency in the bistory of the world we did our
part; on the other that we have a sort of greal pational
ledger in which vast sums stand at the credit of some
of our people to be pmd by our people as a whole
over & series of years.

We have always contended that here in Canada
and still insist that if we are to pay our way in the
world and maintain the prosperity of all classes of
our people, we must foster and protect our own naiive
industries, Spesking of the importanee of learning to
produce is fhis country much of what is now imported
from abroad, he says:

“For iron and steel in forms used 2s raw material
for manufacturing, we spend abroad over seventy-five
millions annually; for carriages of all sorts including
motor ears, wagons, railroad cars, horse carriages, and
for rubber tires, etc., we spend twenty-five millions;
for gasoline, sjeam, and other engines and for elec-
trical apparatus, we spend twenty-five millions; for
petroleum, twenty millions, and for paper in various
forms, seven millions, 1 mention these particular items
because we already produce part, and we expect eventu-
ally to produce the whole of our requirements in all
of .them. If we could do so mow, we could face the
fature with —compiete-eassurance - as _to our financial
position as a nation, and with the best possible market
for our farm products, viz., that at home.”

Does this not appeal to you as good sound common
sense’ Even though it may be in & measure opposed
to the doctrine of free trade and to those who would
have us believe that the total destruction of our tariff
wall is necessary to our commercial salvation, we
still maintain that our present and future prosperity
as & pation is and will be largely dependent upon the
protection from foreign eompetition that our protective
tariff insures to us.

Summing up the views expressed by this able
financier in the course of his masterly address, one must
" conclude that Canada has, after the four and one
half years of war, through which we have passed,
merged from the conflict in & much stranger position
than we had thought possible.

Particularly, in regards to our own Dominion,
we enjoy awakeming to our resourcefulness.
