FHe resumed his studies at
Oxford, where he obtained his B.A .,
M.A.. and B, Litt. degrees. then
Columbia University, New York,
from whick he received his Ph.D.
degree.

Since then, Dr. Brebner has been
a protessor of History at Toronto

University, and later at Columbia.
He heloags to Political and Social
Science associations and several
historical secieties. He is the
author of several books: “INew Eng-
land’s Outpost”, “The Explorers of
North America 1492-1806”, ‘“The
Neutral Yankees of Nova Scotia”;
and has edited “Clasgics of« the
Western World”, and “A Bibliog-
raphy of ¥nglish -~ Literature and
History”. Dr. Rrebner has sub-
mitted articles to American, Canad-
ian, and other journals and encycio-
paedias, and has contributed beook
reviews to various periodicals,

With such a background Dr. Breb-
ner will be douhtless one of the
most interesting speakers of the
coilege year. His talk will give an
added gignificance to Founders’
Day.

portrait of a former president of
our University, Dr. Thowmas Harri-
son.

Of United Empire ULoyalist de-
scent, Thomas Harriscn was horn
durnig October, 1839 at Shefiield,
N. B. At the age of sixteen he went
to Sackville Academy, where he
spent two years, leaving to become
a Master at the New Glasgow Grani-
mar School when only- eighteen.

After spending five years at the
University of Dublin, he gradvated

in 1863, receiving the degrees of
B.A. and LI.B. Afiter which he pro-
ceeded to earn his M.A., which was
granted in 1873. He was hcnored
by his Alma Mater in 1889, when it
conferred on him the degree of
LL.D.

On returning to his native prov-
ince he wag for a short time princi-
pal of the Shefiield Academy and in
1370, he accepted the seat of Eng-
lisk and Modera Philosophy at this
University,. When, daring 1885,
Dr, Jack vacated his positiou of
President, Dr. Harrisen was ap-
pointed President and Professor of
Mathematics. He resigned in 1892
tn become Chancelior, which pos-
ition ke held until 1906,
