3) Greater recognition of student
groups and societies that are trying
to make a difference on campus.
There is no reason for crucially
needed office space to be denied to
these groups when it becomes avail-
able. I pledge r.ov only to make a
biggereffortthan my predecessors o
find office space for some of these
groups so that students can actually
find them! I am actually willing to
share a smaller office with one of the
VPsand give up the very large presi-
dent’s office to be used as common
space forsome studentorganizations
as long as they are willing to share.

4) A media fee. The Brunswickan
and CHSR-FM need to be independ-
ent from the politics of student gov-
emment. They should beable to criti-
cize that government without fear of
financial reprimand. The money nor-
mal]yallocatedinmeUnion'sbudgct
instead goes straight into their re-

spective bank accounts for them to
budget individually. The Student
Councilhas nostrings topulland The
Bruns and CHSR-FM are safe from
budgetcuts that could affect the qual-
ity of theircontent. UNB is one of the
few campuses in the country without
a media fee. I hope to do it next fall.

Space permits only some of my
ideas to come out so I've given you
the ones I feel most important. Be-
tween myself and the other Candi-
dates for Ci:nge, we have lots more
and would be more than happy to
expand on any or all of them for you
at any time. Thanks for your time,
andevenif youdon’tvote for me, get
out there to vote because your voice
matters.
