Moral standards before the
sexual revolution

Moral standards sometimes
change, and change quickly.
The Dalhousie Gazette reveals
that by late 1962, the sexual
revolution of that decade was
still a toddler. That which is
hardly unusual in 1981 re-
mained unacceptable.

The Gazette of November 7,
1962 carried a story from
Cornell University. Its con-
tents may joit the modern
student. Here is what hap-

pened:
“A second year . . . student
at Cornell University . . . has

been expelled from the univer-
sity for living with a woman in
his apartment.

He was expelled under rules
concerning undergraduates,
which themselves do not
specifically prohibit co-habi-
tation.

In leaving, he thanked the
university for its concern for
his moral and spiritual wel-
fare.

Cornell's faculty committee
on student conduct made its
decision in less than an hour,
ruling the student had ob-
viously violated the general
prohibition against ‘conduct
unbecoming a gentleman’
which most American colleges
and universities use as the
catch-all rule for student
conduct. . . .
