25 mph ride through a colour spec-
trum, a wind tunnel, 6,000 rubber
balls, and an electric floor, among
other things.

On the ramp that leads to the
dining room, for example, there is
a long cast-iron roller conveyor
belt on which the visitor will slide
on aluminum disks. Also, slides
and films are projected on the in-
ner walls of a large white dome in
the Common Room.

Many students regard Sanity
Circus as just an annoyance. Says
Richard Perry, “‘They just don’t
give the thing a fair chance.”” Per-
haps the reason has been scattered
publicity, but whatever, Sanity
Circus is here. Tickets are $2.00,
its open from 1 pm to midnight, till
Sunday, and if you want to help,
the place to go is Winters o15.
