last such poriod was, namely a prewar ﬁzriod - if we
are to profit from thce bitter lessons the twenticth
centry has already taught us - we must draw the righ!
dedvstions from our prcsent economic cooperation. In
many woays this is, of course, truc of nll nations. We
in hnrtﬁ Lmerica do not froee unique problems. But I
sugg,. 3t to yeu that we arc blcsscd with a unlque

oppovrtunity to meet such problems of internntional

coopi ration - to mect them squarcly, fronkly, out in
the open, and, I believe, right now.

We, Canrdians ond imericans, are in large port the
prcfrcts of common‘traditions, common culturcs, and a
comi:on physical cnvironment. It is scant wonder
therofore, - 1t 1s ineviteble in fect, that our droems,
our carirations, Sﬁ§§firm rcsglvos for the future should
be the products of a particular mental environment, a

mentnal ond moral elimate - if you will - which is the

sum total of North IZmerican life. T distrust the word

herclc but I nsk you to note that this mental climnte

which we have developcd ond shared togcther hes bred
ldces of mognificent scope, idoas which have taken for
grantcd the sinking of petty diffcrenccs in o basic
North fimerican unity in the highest, frcecst sense of
thc vord.

Two such idens - the timid ond the cautious would
have called thom drcams - scem to mo to typify the
brcerdth and derth of thte mental environment in which
our Jjoint/projocts ars ccrriod on, out of which our
