Position here is that a battalion ecould leave this
eountry for Jamsiea on iay 17th arriving there sbout May 24th,
This move need not take place if the Cansdian battalion sould
reach Jamnios not later than limy Ed4th.

If the Canadian battalion ecould be sent only Qrior BOme
delay, we should/ :.t 1710117 glad of this. In that event our
battalion eould be despatched eneuny 12th to remain at Jameioa
pending arrival of Canadien battalion, |
