5. The Minister of Transport reported 

that the Maritime Commission had recently completed 
a survey of the shipbuilding and shiprepairing 
industry in Canada.

The Commission had reported that, in view of the importance of the industry to the 
security ana the economy of Canada and the con­
siderable decrease in shipbuilding orders recently, 
some coordination of government construction was 
desirable.

It was proposed that this coordination be 
achieved through the Commission.
