It was recommended that the Canadian
delegation be authorized to support in general terms
both the draft Convention and the protocol
prepared by the ad hoc Committee, and a number
of further recommendations were made for the
guldance of the delegation,

20. The Cabinet, after discussion, noted
the report of the Minister of Trade and Commerce
on the increased cost of the Sault Ste.Marie armoury
resulting from the change of site, and agreed that
the Minister of Trade and Commerce negotlate with
the construction company concerned in order to
effect as satisfactory a settlement as possible,
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
