ward from 1st September to August 3rd—in other 
words the banks can issue emergency notes at once 
instead of waiting till the beginning of September. 
Next the banks are given the rirdit to take legal 
tender notes from the Receiver-General on deposit 
of securities approved by the Minister of Finance. 
Heretofore they have l>een obliged to give gold in 
order to obtain the Dominion notes. Finally the 
banks are authorized to make payments in their 
notes instead of in gold or legal tender notes. The 
press reports of the arrangement do not give definite 
information as to whether the bank notes are to be 
inconvertible or not. It is made clear that a char­
tered bank can if it chooses pay its depositors with 
its own notes ; but the news items do not say whether 
a note holder can demand gold or Dominion notes. 
If the banks are not obliged to pay in specie or legals 
and if they take advantage of the exemption thus 
given them, it is almost inevitable that gold will 
mand a premium, in other words, the bank note cur-

j In banking and brokerage offices as elsewhere, the 

war developments fill people's minds to the exclusion 
of almost everything. Everywhere in the world the 
Governments and bankers have been taking extra­
ordinary measures to safeguard themselves. Scarce­
ly anvwhere are there full or unlimited cash pay­
ments in vogue. The central banking institutions, 
and in cot ’dries where plural issue prevails, the issue 
banks have been relieved of the obligation of pay­
ing depositors in cash. Forced issues of paper 
cency have already made their appearance, and doubt­
less they will be more in evidence in a little while.

Under the circumstances it would be difficult if 
not impossible for any one country to maintain pay­
ments in gold unrestrictedly. Other non-specie pay­
ing countries would simply collect its obligations and 
drain it of its holdings. It has been confidently

With the situation as it is, it seems idle to discuss 

loan rates. They are largely nominal, since it is 
next to impossible as yet to olita . loans on Securities.
