As the epid-
emic of malaria was ushered in by a de-

erease, and in places almost, if not quite
a total disappe ce of typhoil, this
return of typhoid fever to its
former importance and relative fro-

quency is an intimation of the decrease
and disappearance  of malaria. The
tendency toward typhoid fever commenc-
ed several years ago, and has steadily
grown stronger each year, as shown by
the increased prevalence, tendency to
unusual frequency and severity, and
the increase each year of deaths from
this cause. the decrease in the fre-
quency of typhoid precede the malar-
inl wave, so its increase precedes the en-
tive disappearance of malaria, but gives
us some ground for hepe that such a
isappearance  will take place. This
disappearance of epidemics of malariul
fover on a large scale has often been
followed by an unusual prevalence of
typhoid fever or an extensive epidemic,
The epidemics of malarial fever of 1807
and 1824, which are stated to have ex-
tended over all Europe, were followed by
typhoid . Of course it is as yet but
an inference that the present malarial
influence, which has extended contin
wously over the greater part of thie state
into Massachusetts and Rhode Island, is
subsiding and leaving its first points of
inyasion. But there is much to encour-
age such anidea.”

GREAT FIRE IN OLD LONDON.
Loss Estimated at £2,000,000.

London, Dec., 8.—The fire last night
was the greatest in lLondon since the
celebrated Tooley street fire. The loss is
estimated at upwards of  £3,000,000.
The whol2 block between London wall,
Philip Lane, Addle street and Woord
street, except the warehouses
on the corner ot London wall,
are destroyed. The fire is now subdued,
but the remainder of the block is still in
danger. It is believed eight persons
were injured, some seriously. It is stat-
ed that Foster, Porter & Co., had a stock
of silk alone estimated to be worth
£600,000.

The Salvage corps saved a large
amount of goods. Tha walls of ware
houses burned on Wood street and

Philip Laoe fell into the roadway with
a crash Jike thunder, filling the streets
with burning debris. Eungiues are still
pouring immense volumes of water on
the ruins. The burnt area is over two
acres. A fireman is missing, and is be-
lieved .to have been overwhelmed by
debris when the wall fell. The total loss
is now estimated at £3,000,000. The
ruins of last night's fire are still smould-
; ering. Eight hundred persons are
| thrown out of employment in conse-
| quence of the conflagration.
