A. Cox died at his. home on Sher-
bourne streét at 5.15 a.m. The Sena-
tor had'beeri for some days in a semi-
cotiscious' state.

Doctors Forced to Admit
That Patient Has] Gone
Back Much in Week

NEW YORK, Jan. 16—"Sir James
Whitney had a fairly good night, His
condition this morning was practi-
cally unchanged.

This was the bulletin at 10.50 a.m.,
to-day by Dr. Herman Biggs and Dr.
R. A. Pyne, the physicians attending
the Premier of Ontario lying sick of
heart trouble at the Manhattan
Hotel. .

Although reports from Sir James’
sick room last night and this morn-
ing seemed to indicate thatthe Prime
Minister’s malady had entered upon
a distinctly better phase Dr Pyne re-
fused to canfirm the rumor that ma-
terial improvement had been made by
the patient. Those who have watch-
ed the Premier during the time that
he has been at the Manhattan Hotel
stated that while early to-day he
seemred slightly better, it was only
necessary to compare- his condition
and appearance with last week’s, to
see that a gradual retrogression had
been going on. In the face of this,
while hopeful, his doctors could not
attach any importance to the super-
ficial evidences of progress Sir
James seemed to haye made during
the past forty-eight hours.
