A last (Sanday) night's London despatch
says: This morning the whole city was
agein startled by the news that two mur-
ders had been added to the list of mysteri-
ous orimes that have recently been com-
mitted in Whitechapel. At an early hour
it was known that another woman bad
been murdered, and a report was also cur-
rent that there was ni}ll another victim.
This report proved true. The two viotims,
a8 in the former cases, were dissolute wo-
men of the poorest claga. That the motive
of the murder was not robbery is shown by
the fact that no attempt was made to
despoil the bodies.

THE FIRST MURDER

ocourred in & narrow court off Perners
street at an early hour this morning, be-
neath the window of a foreigners’ Bocialis-
tic olub. A concert was in progress and
many members of the club were present,
but no sound was heard from the victim.
The same process had been followed as in
the other cases. The woman had been
seized by the throat and her cries choked,
and the murderer with one sweeping cut
had severed her throat from ear to ear, A
club man on entering the court stumbled
over the body, which  was lying only two
yards from the streef.

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MUCH MARRIED MR, BROWN,

The Polygamist Sentenced to Four Years
and Six Months—Jey Among the
Wive-.

A Detroit (Mich.) despatch says : About
fitteen of she thirty-three women who were
married to James W. Brown, the champion
bigamist, since 1883, confronted him in
the Recorder’'s Court yesterday sfternoon.
The list of victims included Helen Brown-
lee*and Anna Winters, of Chicago, who,
with M. Hazel, Mary Benjamin and Nanoy
Robertson, were the only ones called n
to give evidence sgsiost Brown. Re
Benjamin woman was the prosecuting

witness.

It was established that Brown's method
was to advertise for a housckeeper, select
a8 viotim the one from among vhe appli-
cants who pleased him most and marry
her as soon as possible. He would desert
her after, a few days. Five clergymen of
this city certified to marrying Brown to

many different women, and the ocase
against him wss so clear that the
prosecutor left it to the jury with-
out argament. Brown testified in
his own behalf and made a sorry mess
of it, ocontradioting himself at every
turn. He professed nos to ber any
of his dupes ; asserted that he was only
once married, and that his wife was dead,
and that he had once been confined as a
lunatic at New Orleans. Brown was
pallid and looked like a sick man. During
the trial Nancy Robertson's indignation
could not be rep d, and she d d
Brown as a perfidious wretch. The jury
agreed with her evidently, for they took
but four minutes to find him guilty.
Bentence was deferred so that they could
further investigate Brown's duings.

A:Detroit, Mich., despatch says : When
James W. Brown, the convicted polygs-
mist, was brought into the Recorder’s
Court thie sfternoon for sentence several of
his numerous wives were present. Judge
Gartner asked him the usual question, if he
had anything to say why sentence should
pot be passed. Brown answered that he
had his say yesterday.

“Ag far as your oase is econoerned,
Brown,” then spoke up Judge Gartner,

DARINGNESS OF THE CRIME.
The police, who have been sever ly criti-
cised in connection with the Whitechapel
murders, are paralysed by these latest
crimes. As soon a8 the news was received
at police headquarters & mess:nger Was
despatched for Sir Charles Warren, Chief
Commissioner of Police. He was oalled
out of bed and at once visited the scene of
the murder. The inhabitants of White-
chapel are dismayed. The Vigilance Com-
mittees which were formed after the first
crimes were committed had relapsed their
efforts to oapture the murderer. At several
meetings held in Whitechapel to-night it
was resolved to resume the work of patrol-
ling the streets in the distriot in which the
maurders have occurred.
IHE VICTIMS.

The Berners street victim was Elizabeth
Stride, s native of Stockholm, who resided
in & common lodgiug-house. The nawe of
the other yictim is not known. In conse-
quenceiof the refusal of Home Secretary
Matthews to offer a reward for the arrest
of the Whitechapel murderer, the people of
the East End on Saturday petitioned the
Queen herself to author.ze the offering of a
reward. Dr. Blackwell, who was called to
view the remains of tho Berners strect
victim, gave it as hie opinion that the same
man, evidently & maniac, had committed
both murders. The Berners street victim
bad evidently been drug.ed back bya hand-
kerchief run around the throat. The
iuquest will be held at 11 o’clock on Mon
day“morning. Four doctors wiil be on the
jary. The inquest in the Mitre square
murder will probably be held on Tuesday.

A London cable has the followiug in
regard to the Whitechapel murders : All of
these have similarity of subject, time and
method. The killing is done between mid-
night and dawn, the victims are women,
cries are never heard. No fabled vampire
was ever more noiseless than this mys
terious murderer. One woman's head was
gevered from the truunk in Aldgate, adj ’in
ing Whitechapsl, and anothe woman's
face, throat and thorax were dsguunngl)
matilated in a little square not far from
the Tower, into which three streets opened,
and where there were excellent means of
observation. The best idea of the awful
degradation of the men who frequent the
Whitechapel slums can be gathered from a
descripsion of the women, whose ability to
keep dlive proves the existence of ‘men s0
low as to congort with them. Thes:
wretched women swarm the strects by
thoudands, even now, but keep close
together and look sharply around for mur-
derers, even while pretending to laugh, and
asking each other whose turn to be cut up
will come next. The language in which
they speak of the fiend who has made it his
business.to murder them it is impossible
to reproduce. Buch profanity and hideously
foul language as may be heard coming
from the group of ;women of any White
chapel corner can_probably not be heard
anywhere else. Bome of these poor
animals have actually grown old in their
misery, shrivelled, horrible, gin-soaked
hags, who fight and quarrel on the gatter's
edge, and to approach within yards of
whom is torture.

The younger women, the queens of these
slums, are even more distreesiog to look at.
Some are mere girls, almost children, but
all celebrate any. stroke of fortune by get-
ting drunk. Bright ocolors distinguish
them. Light blue is the favorite color.
Chesp brocades, dragging in the mud, and
ostrich feathers as sadly out of curl as the
dissipated owners' hair, are favorite out-
ward signs of such prosperity as may be

ined in hitechapel. The poor
creatures when born were dropped upon
the surface of the worst pool of human
degradation they can be boasted by any
great city on earth, and all they can do is
to sink deeper down into it, fighting and

« you have been convicted of bigamy. You
failed to remember anything about these
numerous marrisges; and it seems to me
that & man of such poor memory as you is
dangerous tothe community.

The plucky girl or-
dered the fellow to surrender, but with a
savage word he/ndvnnoed upon her, when
she, quick as & flash, raised the pistol, and,
piming at the burglar's head, fired. This
prompt action thoroughly cowed the man,
and, although the bullet merely inflicted a
slight wound on his forehead, he begged
the girl not to shoot sgein. Bhe kept the
fellow covered with her pistol and called
for help. The inmates of the house were
too fiightened to come to the rescue, but
two polive offivers, who had heard the shot,
appeared on the scene, and the girl turned
her prisoner over to them.

INTERVIEW WITH THE AERONAUT.
Your representative was the only news-
paper man who saw the aeronaut and got
his story of the occurrence. His name is
Williams, being the man who performed at
the Toronto Fair. He said, * Before going
into the basket I told the men who were
holding the balloon down when I shouted
‘ Let go,’ to do so. I got in and shouted,
and iostantly felt the balloon rise. What
was my horror, when I got olear of the
crowd, to find a man hanging to the balloon
20 feet away from me. I shouted at him
to let go, but he did not appear to heed me.
He was looking down at the crowd, ap-
parently unconcernedly. I shouted to
him again; but again he seemed to
take no motice of me. It flashed
on me that he was deaf or mad. I really
can’t tell just what my thoughts  were.
Then I confess I was totally unnerved. I
could not do anything to help. He was
clinging to & half-inch rope which encircles
the balloon inside the canvas. I had made
up my mind not to make my descent until
1 saw whether ([my compsnion would, be
able to keep his death gripof the rope. I
knew that with our combined weights the
balloon would soon begin to descend. In
eed, it was beginning to slow upwhen he
let go. He went by me with a rush, and
the balloon, relieved of his weight, shot up
again. 1 watched his body descend fairly
spellbound, and it was a8 much ag I could
do to carry out my own ack. He never
said & word nor cried out even when he
dropped his hold. I could not see his face
very well, but it appeared, et and white.
After shouting to him the second time I
never spoke, but the two of us mounted
apeechlessly into the sir. I cannot ac-
count for his act. I never had such a thing
happen to me before.’
+ Do you suppose he was gensible when
he struck the earth?” 1 asked.
« He never knew what happened him.
He would lose his senses before he got half
the distance he fell. I reckon we were
abont nine hundred feet from - the ground
when he let go. 1 fell four hundred feet
once before my parachute opened, and !
was the next thing to unconscious when it
opened and slowed up my descent.”
«Will you go on with your act on
Friday ?"
« Oh, yes, I'll be all right by -then, al-
though this business shook me up pretty
bad. It was terrible to be 8o near him and
¢t quite impossible for me to do anything
to help him.”
The sffair caused great excitement, and
nothing else is talked of on the streets to-
night. An inquest will be held to-morrow
morning, The protests of the Ministerial
Association against fair attractions will
now be thought by many to be justified by
this event.

This neutralizes that waterway, &n
slightly, but perceptibly, increases the Eng-
lish hold on Egypt. There is, however, &
cloud on the horizon. Suakim demands s
larger garrison, disturbing Egyptian
finance ; and, if the Soudaness grow
troublesome at Wady Halfa, and the finan-
oial balance be overthrown, the interna-
tional commission comes into play, to the
exclusion of the sole Eoglish interest. The
situation at Buakim is disquieting, but not
immediately dangerous.

A royal salute announced the arrival of
Emperor William at Munich yesterday.
He was received at the railway station by
the Prince Regent and the members of the
Royal. family. The Emperor and the
Regent embraced and kissed each other
repeatedly. The Emperor expressed the
pleasure it gave him to vieit the oapital of
the country which had played so important
a part in the history of the Empire.

The
party then drove to the palace amid the
acclamations of the people.
