The prize was rescued from -the ob-
livion of a second hand in London
last A'l;iu-t. where its ue was not
suspected by ‘the musty old man who
presided oyer the destinies of an equally
mudty old .

Bouton ' stumb across this evidence
of Major Andre’s versatility.

Andre was a remarkable man. Too
many Americans know him only as the
leading actor in one unfortunate in-
ident. In addition to being a soldier
he was a scholar. It is known that he
was a painter of distinction and that he
also wielded a fluent pen (being held in
high favor in the literary set of London
in his day). His wit was keen, his sa-
tire delicate but pointed, and his com-
mand of expression was in accord with
his other talents. His satirical poem,
“The Cow Chase,” in which General
Gates was impaled upon the shafts of
his wit, is stii remembered.

In a little book written by Joshua
Hett Smith called “Sume Causes Whizh
Led to the Death of Major Andre,” vi
few copies of which are now in exist-
ence, ®iere appears a portrait of Andre,
engraved from a minmture painted Ly
bimself.

After pieking up several old books Mr,
Bouton's e¢ye fell upon the painting. He
was at once attracted to it by the ex-
cellence of its technique The head was
finely dfawn, and the coloring admirable,
It was in an old gilt frame, which was
tumbling to pieces. Printed at the top
\1\__'1_::1 'l'hv iegend, “Major John Andre,
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Mr, Boutou moved it into as strong a
light as the dingy little shop afforded,
and removed the dust and cobwebs.
Down in the lower right hand corner Le
discovercd the name of the painter. Ile
could not suppress a whistle of astonish-
ment when ‘he discovered the signature
of the man whose handsome features,
painted 123 years ago, lookéd out from
the canvas in such a lifelike, manner,

Mr. Bouton was connoisseur enough
to realize the value of his unexpected
discovery. The shopkeeper didn’t. “I
doubt if he even knew who Major
Andre was,” remarked Mr. Bouton, in
speaking of the matter the other day.

After a little dickering a bargain was
struck, and Mr. Bouton lost no time in
sending for his purchase and getting it
into his own,possession, lest the old man
might change his mind. In_his excite-
ment he failed to make any inquiries as
to where the painting came from.

He now realizes what an unfortunate
oversight this was, and since his return
from Europe has written to the pro-
prietor of the little shop with a request
to know how the pieture came into his
possession, and for any additional facta
which may serve to throw any light
upon its history.

I saw the painting the other day, and
found it to be in very good condition.
The old gilt frame has been retained,
and has been glued into at least a semb-
lance of security. Andre must have
been a fine painter. “It is worthy of
Gainsborough!” exclaimed Mr. Bouton
enthusiastically, as he showed it to me,
standing on the floor next to a fine head
of an old woman by Rembrandt.

The signature is somewhat obscare,
but I could distinetly trace the name of
the young soldier, who, six years after
it was painted, was hanged as a spg.
I questioned Mr. Bouton as to its prob-
able authentieity.

“Of course there is no positive proof,”
he replied, “but I can see no exeuse for
a false signature. Why should there
be? It isn't as though Andre were a

ainter with a great reputation. While
{:o was undoubtedly a clever artist, he s
not known by his brugh. The very fact
of the price which I paid for it would
preclude the possibility of such a thing.
Nor can I believe it to be a hoax.

In the meantime the history of. the
picture—where it has been for all these
years, who owned it, how it finally drift-
ed to a second-hand shop—would make
most interesting reading. But until its
present owner hears frem London al
that must be shrouded in mystery, In-
deed. it is extremely doubtful if the
mystery will ever be cleared up.

From the Smith's Falls News.

Application will be made at the en-
suing session of the Ontario Legisla-
ture for an act to incorporate ‘The
Smith’s Falls, Rideau, and Southern
Electric Railway Company, with power
to construct, equip, maintain and oper-
ate electric railways  within the
Counties of Lanark, Leeds and Gren-
ville, the principal lines being within
the Town of Smith’s Falls, with exten-
sions to Lombardy, Oliver's Ferry,
Portland, ani t» the Ridran Lake,
Harlem, Chautcy, Frankville, Toledo,
Newbli-s, Merrickville,  Burritt's
Rapids, Oxford Mills, Bishop's Mills,
Easton’s Corners, Irish Creek and
other points withifi g said Counties,
and upon and over such street high-
ways and lands as ray be authorized
by the Municipalities, Companies or
individuals having jurisdiction over or
owning 'the same. Although the an-
nouncement of the above may come as
a surprise to many the scheme is not
exactly a new one, but has been upon
the tapis for some months past, and
the local press had b-en cautioned “not
to give the scheme away.” Some of
our best business men are interested in
the project. The scheme looks like a
feasible one, and we understand the
object of the Company is to handle
freight as well as passengers.
