Gladstone’s Funeral-

The body of the late Mr. Glad­
stone, after being viewed by the 
parishioners of Hawarden was 

_placed in the coffin and borne to 
the Church of Hawarden on Wed 
nesday morning of last week. In 
the afternoon a procession was 
formed and the bier was carried 
to the railway station and placed 
on the train for London. The 
family, servants, friends, tenantry 
and local officials walked behind 
the bier, which was borne by re­
lays of colliers, workmen on the 
estate, tenants and neighbors, 
The remains arrived in London 
at midnight, and were immedi­
ately conveyed to Westminster 
Hall, to avoid the crowds. The 
remains lay in state till Saturday 
when the interment took place 
in Westminster Abbey. The 
pall-bearers were, the Prince of 
Wales, the Duke of York, the 
Marquis of Salisbury, the Earl of 
Kimberly, the Earl of Rosebery, 
the Archbishop of Canterbury, 
Rt. Hon, A. J. Balfour and Sir 
William Vernon Harcourt. It 
was the first official funeral since 
that of Lord Palmerston. Thou­
sands stood outside to watch the 
procession and the obsequies were 
attended by all the nobility and 
learning of the land

Progress of the War.

THE war news; during the past 
week has been as vaguely inde­
finite-even more so, if that were 
possible—as that of any week 
since the throwing down of the 
guage of battle. Last Thursday's 
advices said that three transports, 
with 2,500 men, had left San 
Francisco for Manila, under com­
mand of Brigadier General An 
derson. It was also stated that 
the fleet carried supplies to last a 
year, as well as a big cargo of 
ammunition and naval stores for 

- Admiral Dewey’s fleet. On the 
same date, Washington advices 
conveyed the intelligence that a 
bill had been introduced into Con­
gress asking for the authorization 
of an order for the construction 
of no less than forty-five new 
warships, including a number of 
cruisers. The most conflicting, 
unreliable and contradictory in­
telligence has been flying oyer 
the wires relative to the invasion 
of Cuba, the movements of the 
fleets and the number of insur­
gents in the Spanish possessions. 
One despatch tells us the com­
bined squadrons of Admiral Samp­
son and Commodore Schley are 
in front of Santiego de Cuba, 
blockading Admiral Cervera. The 
same day, we are informed that 
the Spanis"h squadron, under Ad­
miral Cervera, generally believed 
to be at Santiego de Cuba, is now 
at Cienfuegos. Then we are told 
the President’s call for volunteers 
will be followed by the immediate 
invasion of Porto Rico and Cuba 
that an expedition of 60,000 will 
be sent at once to seize and occu 
py San Juan and Porto Rico 
that Admiral Sampson has been 
ordered to take his fleet to San 
Juan and prepare the way for the 
arrival of the troops ; that the 
invasion of Cuba is to be started 
immediately and that 100,000 
will be the strength of the invad 
ing army. Thus the confusing 
and contradictory statements go 
on. On Friday, we had the ex­
citing intelligence, purporting to 
have come from the City of Max " 
ico, stating that a naval engage 

" ment had been fought between 
the American squadron, under Ad 
mirai Sampson, and the Spanish 
fleet, under Admiral Cervera, and 
that the Spanish were victorious, 
the Americans losing every one 
of their ships, and that Admiral 
Sampson was killed. No confirm 
ation of this report has been re 
ceived. On the same day it was 
reported that Spain had, through 
the Russian Ambassador at Wash 
ington, made certain proposals for 
peace, in wtich Russia, Germany 
and Great Britain were interested, 
and that the proposals were 
promptly rejected by the United 
States. It was reported that the 
proposition intimated that Spain 
would be willing to withdraw her 
troops from Cuba if the United 
States surrendered all their claims 
to the Philippines and would 
abandon the proposed seizure of 
Porto Rico. This report proba­
bly has as little truth in it as 
most of the other rumors flying 
round. Monday's despatches from 
Jamaica conveyed the intelligence 
that the blockade of the Island of 
Cuba is very imperfect, that of 
the northern coast being left en­
tirely to a few gunboats and 
small vessels, and that Cienfuegos 
is not blockaded at all ; that an 
Italian steamer arriving at Ja­
maica from Cienfuegos on Sun­
day found it could enter and de­
part from the last named port at 
will The same report said Span-

ferent parts of the coast. This 
report wound up by • expressing 
the conviction that the Spanish 
fleet was not at Santiego ; but 
was cruising in Jamaican and 
West Indian waters. Right on 
the heels of this comes a despatch 
from Washington to the effect 
that Admiral Schley had person­
ally observed Cervera’s squadron 
in Santiago harbor. Advices from 
New York on Monday intimated 
that a despatch from Key West 
conveyed the intelligence that Ad­
miral Sampson had arrived there 
and would likely remain during 
the preparation for the Cuban in 
vasion, which would not occupy 
more than a few days at most. 
There are several other reports of 
an equally indefinite and unreli 
able character going the rounds 
but enough has been said to show 
how little genuine information 
we possess regarding the progress 
of the war and the movements of 
the hostile fleets. We do not 
know what Spain’s plans for car­
rying on the war may be ; but 
one thing may be depended upon 
she will not give up the struggl 
without putting forward her ut 
most endeavors and fighting 
the bitter end. On the other 
hand, the conduct of the United 
States in’ the matter shows how 
little they were prepared for hos 
tilities when they declared war. 
The jingoes and yellow journal 
ists seem to have been the mas­
ters of the situation. The Gov­
ernment of the country seem to 
have gone it blind without really 
comprehending what they were 
about. The loud mouthed boast 
ers seem to have persuaded thé 
authorities tnat Cuba could be 
taken and the war ended in forty 
eight hours. When action was 
taken on this advice the reality 
dawned upon those in charge 
that they had been very much 
imposed upon and were in 
thoroughly disorganized condition 
for the purposes of carrying on 
successful conflict, They pretend 
ed to be entering on a war for 
the humane purpose of liber­
ating the Cubans ; now they talk 
of starving these same people in 
to submission. Humane very

done. The difference is obvious, 
as the latter statement necessarily 
has reference to the action of 
Congress, as well as that of the 
President. Even the former is 
unwarrantably strong ; for while 
Mr. McKinley must be given the 
credit of having done all he could, 
consistently with the policy of 
intervention in Cuba which he 
had adopted, to prevent war, up 
to the time when he remitted the 
matter to Congress, we all know 
that he failed to exercise the final 
power of veto which the Constitu­
tion intrusts to him, and which 
the overwhelming importance of 
the interests involved and the 
contemptous manner in which 
his recommendations were ignored 
by Congress would have amply 
justified him in exercising. As to 
what Grover Cleveland would 
have done in the case, there can 
be little doubt' But then Mr. 
McKinley is perhaps as little to 
blame for not being a Grover 
Cleveland as a reed is for not 
being an oak.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT-
In the house of commons Monday 

afternoon, 23. the premier announced 
that in consequence of his retient india 
position the government had not made 
the progress expected in cabinet bust 
ness. He was, therefore, obliged 
postpone to Wednesday bis announce­
ment of the condition of public bnsi 
ness. He would then move that the 
house sit in the forenoons. Hon. Mr 
Sifton got bis dominion lands act and 
hie Northwest Territories bill through 
committee. Hon. Mr. Mnlock’s post­
age bill "was amended to add Toronto 
and Montreal to points where dead let­
ters may be examined. Another 
amendment provides that where the 
address of the Canadian sender appears 
on a letter which is mailed with short 
postage, the sender may be notified 
and the necessary stamps accepted 
from him. On the item of cold storage, 
Mr. Martin of P. E. Island asked 
whether the government had been able 
to do anything for P. E. Island. Hon 
Mr. Fisher said he would tell Mr. Mar­
tin in confidence that the supplement­
ary estimates would contain a grant 
for a steamship from Charlottetown to 
Great Britain. The government was 
already in negotiations which he hoped 
would lead to something. Mr. Martin 
said he had the same promise last year, 
hut nothing came of it. He hoped that 
the government would do better this 
year. After dealing with bills, the 
house went into supply, taking up the 
agricultural vote, On the vote for ex­
perimental farm, Hon. Mr. Fisher said 
that he bad not as yet made any 
changes in the policy or management 
of farms except that at Nappan. Hon, 
Mr. Fisher had not found that station 
satisfactory. The people of the Mari 
time provinces seemed to be giving 
their attention to stock raising and 
beef producing, and that industry 
seemed to be more advanced than 
dairying. The minister thought that

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Sir Wilfrid Laurier Tnureday after­
noon submitted the report of the com­
mittee appointed to prepare resolution 
on the death of Gladstone. The pre­
mier spoke at some length in hie usual 
felicitous manner, speaking of Glad­
stone’s sympathy with the oppressed 
races, his love for hie church, which, 
however, he held was not greater than 
hie love of justice. The premier said 
he would not discuss the home rule 
question, bat would only say that 
Gladstone’s sacrifice of power, in order 
to perform what he believed to be an 
act of justice, was in accord with hie 

There’s proof enough here character. The project was more than 
r a bold one—it was a noble idea. Eng­

land was today in tears, but the life 
she mourned was one of great fraitfol- 
nees in this life and would continue to 
bear fruit in the life of heaven, Sir 
Charles Topper said that be would not 
do more than second the motion made 
eo eloquently by the premier, and 
would give way to hie iriend beside 
him, who would give expression to the 
feelings of the race to which he be­
longed. Hon. Mr. Coetigan said he 
could not do lees than accept the op­
portunity made for him by the opposi­
tion leader, The death of Mr, Glad­
stone had occasioned a feeling every­
where which found great difficulty in 
adequate expression. The mourning 
nowhere wae more genuine than in the 
ancient and glorious kingdom of Ire­
land and among the sons of Ireland 
in every land and on every sea. The 
home rule movement had existed long 
before Gladstone took part in it, but 
hie advocacy brought to it great dig­
nity and strength. No moral force 
would contribute so much to its ultim 
ate success as the sympathy and sap 
port of a man so great and so good 
After a long debate in the matter of the 
judges Hon. Mr. Fielding moved the 
house into supply. On his motion Mr. 
Casey brought up the question of the 
Pacific cable, giving bis story of the 
whole negotiations. Mr. Casey believed 
that Canada ae a leading colony ought 
to take the initiative. Sir Charles Tap­
per supported Mr. Casey’s contention 
Sir Richard Cartwright was impressed 
with the importance of the project, but 
said that Aus’ralia had the largest in­
terest in it, and Canada should not 
contribute more than its fair share, 
The government had hopes that nego­
tiations would yet be parried to a sac 
cessfal Issue. The house adjourned at 
1.40.

In the senate the same afternoon, the 
secretary of state answering the ques­
tion put by Senator Landry, said that 
Hon. Mr. Dobell's visit to England 
connection with the fast steamship 
line cost the country $300. Sir Richard 
Cartwright’s visit to Washington along 
with his secretary before the opening of 
the session cost $443 and the visit of 
Sir Louie Davies to England in connec­
tion with the fisheries Case and the ar­
gument en the German and Belgian 
treaties in their application to Canada 
along with his secretary, coat $1,670.

The bones being in supply Friday 
Mr. Davin took exception to the item 
for the Edmonton bridge, concerning 
which there appears to have been some 
crooked work. Mr. Davin’e charge is 
that the contractors were allowed 
substitute cement for masonry and 
were also allowed concessions which 
were not in the conditions on which 
other firms tendered. The Edmonton 
bridge discussion was continued to 
late tour.

The contractor 
was permitted to substitute concrete 
costing about $10 a yard, for atone 
which cost twice aa much. Hon. Mr. 
Foster contended that Mr. Tarte ought 
to address himself seriously to these 
chargea, which were aérions, consider­
ing that the whole work would ooat the 
country some $75,000. Hon. Mr. Tarte 
got much excited, declaring that be 
had followed the reports of bis own offi­
cers. He declared that if this style of 
criticism and theee restrictions were 
continued he would not stand it any 
longer. So iar as could be gathered 
from Mr, Tarte1» vague threats, he wae 
giving it to be understood that he 
would turn out all the employee of ths 
late government on the public works 
staff unless the opposition ceased their 
criticisme. Mr. McL°llan of Calgary, 
who has been one of the leading con 
tractors in Canada, showed that con 
crete would not cost more than two.
