Calvary stands 
a short distance west of **‘7 °* ^ej"u 
salem, and oppoeite'fto it, on the east side 
of the city ie situated Mount Olivet. Be 
tween the city and Olivet runs the brook 
of Cedron, and between the pity and Mount 
Calvary waa the Garden of Gethsemani 
At the time of the orueifixion the sun was 
sinking behind Calvary enveloping It in 
dark .hadows, while the reflected ray. 
threw a flood of light around Mount Olivet, 
In the ornolflxlon, the Rev. preacher point­
ed out, was epitomised the life of Christ as 
well as Christianity itself. The earth 
qnake that followed the crucifixion, and 
the other convulsion» of nature are atteated 
by the historian! of the time, so there can 
be no question about them. The Jew. 
went to Pilate and begged of hlm a gnard 
of soldiers to watoh the tomb of Ctirlst, 
Pilate bade them to go guard the tomb as 
they would, as they had soldiers at their 
command. When our Lord roe» from the 
tomb, these . soldiers who were on guard 
were struck dumb ; then the Jews asked 
them to say they were asleep, and the dle- 
oiples stole away the body.

THE WAR !
X ___

The War Office has received the follow­
ing from Lord Roberts, dated Bloemfontein, 
March 28th : •• General Clements ooou- 
pied Faureemith to-day, without opposi­
tion . A nine pounder gun and maxim and 
large quantities of ammunition wer dis­
covered hiddeg in a mine. Col. Piloher, 
on leaving Ladybrand on the 26th, was 
attacked, losing one wounded and five miss­
ing. During a skirmish north of the Mod- 
der on the 22nd, five men were wounded 
and Capt. Sloane Stanley of the 16th Lan­
cers and five men of the regiment were 
taken prisoners.

A~ London despatch of the 30th ult says : 
The Qneen has telegraphed Lord Roberts 
to convey her sympathy to the widow of 
General Jonbert and tell her the Britons 
regarded her husband as a gallant soldier 
and an honorable foeman. Gen. Sir Evelyn 
Wood, who served in the Transvaal war,
Iso requested Lord Roberts to convey hie 

sympathy.
The announcement of General Joubert’s 

death from peritonis is a military event of 
the first importance. This announcement, 
it is thought,will mark the beginning of the 
end of the Dutch resistance. He possessed 
not only military talent, but also real auth­
ority over the Dutch commandos, and bis 
appearance beyond the Vaal River would 
hnye been the signal for rallying the burg­
hers for a final stand against Roberts. 
Jonbert bad been hampered in Natal by 
ther commanders who were free, to express 

their opinions in councils of war, and even 
to upset his plans, but his plan of defence 
had been adopted, end the Boers and Free 
Staters alike had confidence in him. Jon­
bert would have been a foeman worthy of 
Roberts’ steel. His death will deprive the 
Boers of theonly leader really competent to 
direct the defence of their country. All ref­
erences in the English press to Jonbert are 
kind and appreciative. He and Chief 
Justice Hotze have been regarded by South 
Africans as Boers of real nobility of char­
acter, whose minds were not perverted by 
ambition and selfishness. General ?etrus 
Jacobus Jonbert, Commandant General of 
the Transvaal force, was born about sixty- 
eight years ago. He was a descendant of 
the old French Huguenot family which 
settled in South Africa. He was born in 
Cape Colony, but was taken by his parents 

the Orange Free State where he was 
taught from early childhood to shoot 
straight and hate the British. Of school­
ing he had but little, but his ambition 
prompted him to read thefew books he could 
obtain, and he succeeded in obtaining a 
fair knowledge of history and languages. 
Soon after the acquisition of Natal by the 
British he became a Burgher of the South 
African republic and a daring fighter. He 
was so feared by the natives that the 
knowledge that he was at the head of a 
punitive expedition usually resulted in 
their surrender, He was elected vice- 
president of the Transvaal in 1896, defeat­
ed Sir George Colley at Mejuba Hill In 
1881, and acted as President of the republic 
in 1883-84 during Kruger’s absence in Eu 
jrope. General Jonbert was always in 
favor of the use of force instead of diplo­
macy, and President Kruger on several 
occasions had great difficulty in repressing 
his hot-headed friend and colleague, nota­
bly in 1879, wjien Jonbert, with Kruger 
and Preterlns,*was planning the rebellion 
to overthrow British rule in the Transvaal,
In connection with the death of Comman­
der Jonbert it is interesting to recall that 
the Boer Commander-in-chief visited Can­
ada in the fajl of 1893. He was lavishly 
entertained at Montreal and Quebec, as 
well as at Winnipeg and other Canadian 
cities by well known representative people. 
While In Montreal he was the guest of 
Mrs. James Brown, consln of the lyife pi 
Mr. Clark, the English M. P., who has (or 
years been agent of the Transvaal govern­
ment at London,

A despatch of the 31st nit, from London 
says : President Kruger has apparently 
made up his mind not to wait until the 
British are feady to advance. Therefore, 
resuming hostilities, be sent a force pi 
Boers to Kaaree aiding, fourteen miles 
south of Brantford and only twenty one 
milea bom Bloemfontein. “ They en­
trenched thepaselvei there on three kopjes, 
But Roberts despatched an oyer whe(mn; 
ing force against them wbioh drove them 
baok to Brantford, The British loss was 

killed and one hundred wounded. 
Indications are not wanting that Kruger 
intends to make some attempt to support 
his threat to retake Bloemfontein. In 
Natal as yell as In thfs Free State clashes 
of ontpoets, wbioh are always frequent, 
are beginning. Reports from Boer head, 
quarters state that the Brltiah troops ate 
masting at Elandalaagte and that Colonel 
Bethuene with his mounted Infantry, haa 
been busy in the neighborhood of Help' 
makaar further to the east. The Boers 
are showing signs of sotlng on the offensive 
once again. In' order tq check this dis 
position. General Buffer has bad to 
atrengtheo hi* outpost*. Skirmishing 
oontinees at Warrenton, The situation 
there suggests that a game of bluff la being 
p’ayed by the British with the Idea of 
keeping the Boer foroe stationery on the 
right bank of the river.

The War Office on Saturday isaued 
the following from Lord Roberta :

Bloemfontein March 30, 2 05 p. m.— 
Owing to the activity of the enemy on onr 
immediate front and their hostile action 
towards the burghers who surrendered 
Under terms of my proclamation, I found 
It necessary to drive, them from some 
kopjes they had oocnpled. near Karee 
siding station, a few miles sooth of Brant­
ford, The operation was aqootqsfnUy 
carried cot by the seventh (Tucker's) divi­
sion assisted by the first and third cavalry 
brigades, under Generals French and 
Lsgall*, and a regiment of monnted In­
fantry. The enemy retreated to Brand' 
fort and our troopc now hold the kopjeo, 
Onr oaanaltlea were ; Scottish Borderers, 
killed— Gapt. Goings ; wounded, Captains 
Sellar, Luaud, Peebles, Corgevah and Ed 
ward» i Lient». Conlson and French and 
about 100 rank and file.

The War Office has received the follow' 
log from Lord Roberta, dated Bloemfontein 
Maroh 30, (evening :) Reporte point to the 
enemy leaving Brantford and prooeedtng 
In a northerly direotion.

The oaanaltlee, yesterday were more 
numerous than at first reported. Officers 
killed, 2 ; wounded, 8 ; rank and file killed, 
10 ; wounded.

A despatch from Bloemfontein dated 
Maroh 81 aaye : Jn veeterday’a fight, 
many regiments received their baptism of 
fire and showed splendid coolness. We 
have secured a fine natural position facing 
the huge plain before Brantford. Kipling 
was present during the fight.

A despatch on Friday from Pretoria 
says that General Joubert’e funeral took 
place there on Thursday. He Waa bnried 
at Bnatfontein, in hia private mausoleum; 
with military honors. The captured Bri­
tish officers at Pretoria sent a floral tri 
bute. President Kruger deeply mourns 
Joubert’e death and at the grave broke 
âown, sobbing bitterly. General Louis

Botha has ■ been appointed to succeed 
General Jonbert. tt waa he who com­
manded the Boer forces at Spion Kop and 
Vaal Kraantz.

The second Canadian oontingent have 
been ordered to join Lord Roberta’ foroe 
at Bloemfontein.

The situation in the East, due to Roasia’s 
aggreesive movements and her demands 
upon Korea, continues to be ominously 
threatening.

The Times’ correspondent at St. Peters­
burg says the Government is considering 
a new scheme for more warships requiring 
an extra credit of many million roubles. 
The correspondent of the same paper at 
Yokohama saya that Russia is pressing 
Korea for the lease of a piece of land out­
side the settlement of Masampo, thus set­
ting an example which it is feared the 
other powers will follow.

The British Government has not reoeived 
any news officially tending to confirm the 
advices from Japan as to Russian designs 
in Korea, and professes to doubt their ao - 
curacy. The Premier, Lord Salisbury, is 
said to apprehend no possibility of an im­
mediate rupture between Japan and Rus­
sia. Whatever may be done in the future 
regarding the disturbances around Tien- 
Tsin, itis said no steps have yet been taken 
looking to concerted action upon the part 
of the powers, nor is there any indication 
that official circles regard the situation in 
China àil serious, as it is made out in the 
press despatches. From all sources of 
information available to the British 
Foreign Office, it is asserted that Japan 
neither desires or is in any way near ready 
to dispute with hostilities Russian action 
in the Far East. A Yokohama despatch 
says M. Pavloff, Russian Minister to 
Korea, is pressing his demands at Seoul, 
and the Japanese Minister to 
Hayashi Gonsouke, is disousstng the sub' 
jeot with him.

The War Office ha» received the follow­
ing from Lord Roberts, dated Bloem­
fontein, April 1st : Broadwood’s report has 
just reached me. It contains no details, 
but stated that he had lost seven guns and 
all his baggage. The estimates of actpal 
casualties are ebout 350, including 200 
missing. On hearing this morning that 
Broadwood was hard pressed, I immediate­
ly ordered French with two remaining 
cavalry brigades to follow in support of 
the ninth division, The latter, after a 
magnificent maroh, arrived on the scene of 
action shortly after 2 p. m. Broadwood’s 
force consieted of Royal Household Cav­
alry, Tenth Hnsears, G and H batteries 
Royal Horse Artillery and Pilcher’s bat­
talion of Monnted Infantry. The strength 
of the enemy is estimated at from eight to 
ten thousand, a number of which is not 
yet reported. The Chronicle prints a 
despatch eaying all of Broadwood’s guns, 
which were lost Saturday, have been 
recaptured.

Aooording to one aeeount the British 
loss of life was not great as most of the 
convoy were in the trap before a_shot was 
fired. Lord Roberts seems to have heard 
of Broadwood’s plight very qniokly and 
sent Colville’s division qt opoe tq the 
resoue. latest reports say that Colville 
arrived on the scene Saturday at noon and 
began shelling the Boer position so that 
there is some hope that the guns and wag­
ons will be recovered.

A later cable states that the 
Boers have been oompelled to retire, leav­
ing the wounded.

Broadwood’s guns and stores have been 
recaptured. Among the British troops 
captured was a whole battery of artillery.

The Bloemfontein correspondent of 
the London Daily Chronicle, telegraph

ing on Sunday, and describing the loss 
of the convoy, aa;a ; “The Boers op­
ened with a mdrderons fire. It was 
simply slaughter. The Kaffir drivers 
of the convoy ran away leaving their 
teams, and it was impossible for onr 
men to hit the hidden enemy. Onr 
gnnners fooght bravely, trying to save 
the gone, but onr people were greatly 
hampered by the K (fire, who ran 
hither and thither looking for cover 
from the fearful fire that ponied in on 
all aides. Meanwhile the enemy were 
hotly pressing Colonel Broadwood, 
whose mounted troops were completely 
surrounded.

The British showed magnificent 
bravery and the officers were quite cool 
and composedly directed the operations. 
The opportnne arrival; of reinforce­
ments saved Colonel Broadwood from 
annihilation. The water supply waa 
cut and the pumping gear destroyed, as 
well as the geld telegraph. One hundred 
wagons were lost throngh.the coward ce 
of the Kaffir drivers.
