Much regret is felt in Queenstown, 
Ireland, at the death of Mother Mary 
Vincent McMahon, of the local Con 
vent of Mercy, The deceased has 
gone to her reward at the ripe old 
age of eighty year*, fifty.four of 
which she spent in the work of 
educating the Catholic children of 
Queenstown.

He had occupied the Metropolitan 
See of Ruseia less than three years, 
having been transferred to it from 
the Polish Diooese of Plook in 1902. 
Even in that eliert time his attrac­
tive personalty and remarkable 
ntelleotual powers won him a large 
nfluenoe.not only over his flook, but 

also in the hostile offioiale circles 
of St. Petersburg. It is even said 
that the ukase of Nicholas II,, in 
favor of toleration was in some 
measure due to the influence of the 
deceased Archbishop.

George Szembek was a member 
of a distinguished Polish family and 
early devoted himself to tbe 
ecclesiastical state, bat for various 
reasons he was only ordained priest 
when near forty years of age. The 
Russian authorities threw some 
difficulties in his way, aa well as 
duty to his family. He received 
Holy Orders at Saratoff, near the 
Caspian Sea, and passed nine years 
in parochial duties among the 
Catholics of German decent, who 
foim the majority in that diooese 
In 1900 tbe Government saw fit to 
banish Msgr. Symon, of the Polish 
Diooese of Plook, and that see was 
left without a pastor. As a com­
promise the Russiao Minister offered 
to allow a successor to be appointed 
if Msgr. Symon wonll leave Russia 
Re consented, and Father Saembek 
was named as his successor, and 
oonseorated by the Archbishop of 
Mobile®, that year. His brief 
administration was marked by the 
restoration of the long dilapidated 
Cathedral of Flock. The position 
of a Catholio Bishop in Poland 
between the national feelings of bis 
flook and the Jealous suspicion of 
despotic Government, is a singularly 
difficult one, but Bishop Szembek’ 
rare tact and {Srudenoe, coupled 
with earnest" zeal and high in­
tellectual power, enabled him to 
accomplish marked progress 
religion without interference by the 
authorities. On the death of the 
Metropolitan Archbishop Klopo- 
towski, in 1902, Leo XIII suggest­
ed Bishop Szembek as his successor, 
and the choice was approved by the 
Tsar’s Ministry, without the delays 
usually interposed in such appoint­
ment*.
