- priate and elaborate ceremonies, 
by His Royal Highness, Edward, 
Prince ef Wales. Every circum­
stance in connection with the 
function was calculated to lend 
eclat to the grand and ever-t 
be-remembered proceedings. The 
weather was most charming; it 
was an ideal September morning, 
a little on the hot side, but calm 
and beautiful, scarcely a ripple 
among the leaves on the trees. 
The great grassy plateau, sloping 
down the parapet of Parliament 
Hill to Wellington Street,- was a 
mass of living humanity. Look­
ing down upon this immense 
throng the sight was certainly 
inspiring . Here were assembled 
men and wômen, young and old, 
all classes of the community 
arrayed in holiday attire, all 
colors blending beautifully in the 
toute ensemble. It is estimated 
that about 35,000 people con. 
gregated on thi^plaza. Certain 
it is that it would be difficult for 
any more to enter there. To­
wards the front/of the assembled 
multitude, well up to the para­
pet, were several hundred re­
turned soldiers, arrayed in their 
khaki uniforms; bands stationed

The next act in the proceedings 
was the depositing in t.he vault, 
beneath the corner stone, a cop­
per recéptable containing scrolls, 
coins, postage stamps, papers of 
record, messages -of greeting and 
other memoranda proper to the 
occasion, and intended to pre­
serve a brief history of the pro­
ceedings and of the actual con­
ditions of the ' world at the 
moment. This office was per­
formed by J. S. Hunter, Esq, 
Deputy Minister of Public Works. 
The corner stone was then raised 
by means of a derrick and the 
Prince advanced to the corner, 
accepted the trowel presented to 
him and levelled sonie mortar 
under the bed of the atone. The 
corner stone was then slowly 
lowered into its position, nnder 
the direction of the chief archi­
tect and his associates, as well as 
the contractor for the building. 
The band then- played “Oh Can­
ada.” His Royal Highness 
applied the plumb bob triangle 
to the stone, gave three strokes 
with a mallet and declared it 
“well and truly laid.” The band 
played a stanza of the National 
Anthem, ancLHis Royal Highness 
called for three cheers for His 
Majesty the King. His Royal 
Highness then delivered an in­
spiring address. He in brief refer­

The beginning of the ceremon­
ies was slated for 11.30 a. m 
but long before, indeed hours be­
fore, the people had assembled in 
tremenous numbers, so much so 
that by the time the Prince had 
arrived and the proceedings 
opened It was difficult to get 
anywhere near the centre tower. 
The arrival of the Prince, in 
eompaoy with His Excellency 
the Governor General, was the 
occasion for a tremendous out­
burst of cheering. The Prince 
on this occasion, as at every time 
and place he appears in his 
visits in Canada, was received 
with marvellous enthusiasm 
After inspecting the. guard oi: 
hortU.r, the proceedings proper 
opened* The Right Honourable 
Sir Robert Borden, Prime Minis­
ter cf Canada, stepped out in 
front of the dais and delivered a 
splendid oration. He addressed 
the Prince, thanking him for his 
presence to lay the corner stone 
of this, the principal tower of 
parliament, designated the Vic­
tory Tower. In beautiful and 
eloquent language he briefly 
traced the history of the Cana­
dian Confederation, recounting 
the trials and triumphs of the 
great statesmen who took an

when be was Prince of Wales. He 
also recounted the history of the 
Parliament, describing its des­
truction and subsequent rebuild­
ing, the laying of the foundation 
stone of the' present structure by 
his uncle the Duke of Con­
naught, when he was Governor 
General, and now the pleasure it 
afforded him to officiate at the 
laying of the corner stone of the 
Victory Tower, commemorative 
of the victorious conclusion of 
the gigantic war through which 
we bad passed. . The Right 
Honourable the Prime Minister 
called for three cheers for His 
Royal Highness the Prince of 
Wales. These we(e lustily and 
enthusiastically given.. After 
further music bÿ" the band, Hi»

in the war. The march past of 
war veterans concluded the form­
al ceremonies, and .the departure 
of the Prince of Wales with His 
Excellency the ^Governor General 
reawakened the enthusiasm of 
the multitude,'and as long as the 
carriage conveying the Prince of 
Wales was in sight there was a 
constant salvo of cheering, This 
in brief is the history of the 
memorable scenes enacted on 
Parliament Hill on this day 
which will go down in Canadian 
History as one of extraor 
dinary interest and importance, 
The great multitude that had 
assembled in front oi the building 
began gradually to melt away, 
and very many of them rushec 
off as fast as they could to get 
one more glimpse at His Royal 
Highneea. as he passed along 
through the enthusiastic ami 
cheering crowd that lined the

decorations were found on every 
hand, and especially around the 
Parliament Buildings, public 
offices on Wellington Street, and 
all in the vicinity of the ‘public 
buildings were multitudes of 
flags, streamers and decorations 
of the most appropriate 
character. In the evening a 
grand scene was presented. The 
east and west blocks flanking 
the great grassy plateau were on 
their inner sides, that is the 
sides facing the plaza, outlined 
in electric lights. Great electric 
lights were also displayed all 
round the new building and in 
front of the buildings on Well­
ington Street, A band played 
on the plaza in front of the 
Parliament Buildings, and a 
multitude of. people of all classes, 
men women and children assem­
bled on the grass, and on the 
platform in every available space 
in the vicinity of the Parliament 
Buildings, Ropes and other 
means of restriction which had 
been employed to preserve order 
and decorum for the morning 
ceremonies were completely 
gnored and cast aside. Every­

one seemed out for enjoymént. 
They lay on the grass, or. danced 
or moved about in and out as 
the spirit propelled them. On 
the stone platform, and even on 
the grassy plain dancing was 
going on; indiscribable* multi­
tudes were enjoying themselves 
to the best possible advantage. 
It seamed the most pleasing of 

events; all seemed happy and all 
seemed to have no other motive 
than to enjoy thé splçndid occas­
ion. The weather was charming 
and a spirit of abandon permeat­
ed the whole multitude assembled 
under such happy auspices 
certainly was a day long to be 
remembered in the history of 
Canada’s Capital.

At -three o’clock p. m. His 
Excellency the Governor General 
proceeded in state to the Cham­
ber of the Senate, in the Parlia­
ment Buildings, and took his seat 
upon the Throne. The members 
of the Senate being assembled 
His Excellency was pleased to 
cgjnmand the attendance of the 
House ot Commons, and that 
House being present, His Excel 
lency was pleased—to open the 
Third Session of the Thirteenth 
Parliament of the Dominion of
