GREAT HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

With lce Breakerd# Believed Montreal
Can Be Kept Open Ten Months.

Montreal,  Aptil 18—Major Geo. \V.E
Sfephens, ob the Montreal harbor com- |
mision, who returned from Europe yes- |
terday, announced that work om the new '
Montreal harbor will be started at once l
and will . entail an annual expenditure
of $1,500,000 for four years.. The first
work  to be undertaken will be the rais-
ing of ‘the Victoria pier from a low to a
high level wharf which will give accom-
modation: for 25 instead of 20 ocean
vessels; the building of an upper level
railway for a distance. of seven miles
eastward to: evemtually be continued
around the whole island and the dredg-
ing of a portion  of the Jarbor.  Mr.
Stephens expressed the opinion, : with
modern ice breakers, the harbor should
be open for ten months of the year.

In former times it was the policy of
the government to dispose outright
of mineral rights.. Industrial develop-
ment along such lines was in its in-
aipiency, and it was regarded as pro
per and necessary that a broad lib-
erality .should be practised in order
to encourage and foster the building
up of such industries. At that time
land had but small value, and as »n
added inducement to capital, individu
als and  corporations were permitted
to acquire frechold rights to the sur-
face on lands on which they under
took to develop mineral.

Increased Value.

But, times have changed; the gresat
tide of immigration of the last few
years -has given a vastly . increased
value to land, and the encouragement
so diberally extended to capital has
had the effect of placing the develop-
ment of the mineral resources. of the
country. on a substantial. foeting
Hence the determination of the govern-
ment to inaugurate a new policy for
dealing with mineral rights, the mod-
ern policy of conservation:

Formerly, when the surface had ..o
great value. regulations. were framed
whereby the applicant for mineral
rights ‘was permitted fo acquire upon
the payment of a given sum per acre.
As the demand for farming lands ‘n-
creased, ‘the value of the surfate «i

i mineral lands was very greatly en-

hanced, and under this increase in the
value of surface lands it in time came
about that mineral rightswere being
acquired for the purpose of getting tne
surface. Instead of the surface being

| acquired as an incident to the minera.

rights,: it became evident in many
instances  that ostensible minera!
rights were merely being availed of 10
grab the surface.

To meet this condition new regula-
tions have been framed, designed to
segregate the mineral from the sur-
face rights and introducing the prin-
ciple, that .mineral rights hmay only
be acquired for actual operation. Un-
der the former regulations the right
to acquire the surface with the min
eral rights applied to both coal and
petroleum lands, with the difference
that whereas title to coal lands could

be. acquired upon the necessary pay-|

ments being made, title to petroleurn
lands could not be had until machic
ery was on the ground and a com-
mercial flow of oil obtained. The new
regulations, made to apply to coa:
lands, were so framed as to give only
the coal rights under lease, subject
to being operated on demand. It

'was found, however. that the same

conditions that had obtained with re-
gard to ceal lands were operating witn
respect to petroleum lands, and io
protect the public interest the petro-
leum regulations are now . being
changed.

The principle of the new. petroleum

regulations is that the mineral rights |
i are secured under lease subject to an
| annual rental ,exeept that for the first

two years of the lease the rent may
be paid in prospecing opérations. Bu’
the lessee of the mineral rights does:
not acquire the right to the surface.
though he may be leased a sufficien’

. area of the .surface to enable Him to

carry on operafions.

The same principle is being worked
out in connection with the demand
for oppertunity to develop the tarsand
or asphall on’fhe Athabasca in North
ern’ Alberta.

Rights of Prospector.

One important principle involved in
the new rtegulations resepecting the
petroleum and tarsand lands relates
to the rights of the prosepector, the
discoverer, whose interests are proteci-
ed as they have not hitherto been. In
the nmew regulations all lands must
be staked, and they must be staked
in person by the individual making
application for a lease, but the origr
nal locater is given the right. under
certain restrictions, of transferring his
right,

The underlying principle of these re-
gulations, and upon which all others
in the future will be built, is that
the government will no longer sell or
alienate mineral rights, but will only
lease them Ssubject to terms’ of oper-
ation; that. leases shall be held sub-
ject to amimal rshrdl ebrstplsps toth
ject to. annual rentals, ‘which are .n-
tended to be burdensome unléss actua:
operations are carried on. In short,
the whole ténor of them is that while
actual operations in the development
of mineral resources are made easier.
land grabbing under pretext of secur-
ing mineral development is entirely
cut out.

Orders-in-council * authorizing the
new tegulations have been passeld
within recent days. They are now be-
ing published by the Interior Depart-
ment.

The tarsand regulations, which be-
came effective on the 19th, are made to
apply to that portion of Alberta lying

he has fully complied with these require-
ments.

It is provided; with a view to emcour-
aging the development of the industry,
that no royalty shall be charged by the
government on the products of tarsand
locations prior to 1830, a. period of twenty
years, but provisipm will. be made in all
leascs making thé products of the lands
subject to - whatever ' voyalty - may be
levied after that date.

The new regulations with respect to
petrolecum and natural gas lands will
come into force the second day of May
of this year. They prescribe a complete
revolution in the& system of dealing with
such lands.

Rugs Offered.

New York, April 19:—The Y:rkes
auction passed the $2,000,000 ma~k at
Mendelsschn Hall last evening, and
there are five sessions 'more »f the
sale to come next week at the Yerkes
i residence in Fifth avenue. Of yester-
iday’s two sessions the one in the ai-
ternoon at which the rugs and tapest-
ries were sold yielded $338,900, of
whiech the rugs brought $281,250, and
'that in the evening, comprehending
the last of the paintings, $165,900, or
a total for the day of $504.800.

Last evening’s sale was in the nat-
ure of a clearance of what had not
! been selected for the first three even-
ings’ offerings. Among the  pictures
were ‘“Madonna and Child in Glory,”’
Murillo; $1,700; “‘Madonna and “hild.
St. John -and an Angel,” Botticell,
$1,560; and “A Seaport,”’ Claude Lor-
rain, $1,300, not exactly  striking
prices for such eminent names in such
a widely hailed collection.
