The
other members of the triple entente,
France and Britain, are likewise using
their good influences; while the mem-
bers of the triple alliance, Germany,
Austria and Italy are just as deter-
mined to prevent an outbreak of hos-
tilities. The Powers have again
brought before the Porte in the most

The Greek minister here has
received a telegram stating that the
Hillenie government had decided to
mobilize “its land and sea forces in
concert with other states.
