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not be answered at present as it involved 
a legal question, but it would receive the 
be>t attention of the Government, who 
would see that no wrong was done in the 
premises.

Hon. Mr. Tilley moved the second 
reading of the Bill for granting to Her 
Majesty certain sums of money required 
for defraying cei tain expenses of the pub­
lic services. After some debate the mo­
tion was carried.

Sir John Macdonald, in answer to Mr. 
Beaty, said two Bills were reserved by the 
Ontario Legislature for the consideration 
of His Excellency. These Acts on being 
examined proved to be quite within the 
competence of the Local Legislature. The 
Government had advised, and would act 
in this sense in the future, that whatever 
Bills received that werÔ Within the com­
petence of the Local Legislature would 
not be disallowed, but would be sent

The Governor-General came down to 
the House about three o'clock, and gave 
his assent to Bills passed during the ses­
sion.

The House would meet on the 18th of 
August simply to receive the report of 
Committee and prorogue.

Mr. Holton said it was quite possible 
the Hon. gentleman would not bo in a 
position to advise the prorogation on the 
13th of August.

The House then adjourned till the 13th 
of August.

Alexander, the Oldest of 
the three referred to, and the one who 
held Lie seat the longest as a represep- 
iive of the people.
