April 14 —During the
month of March, acéording .to-the re-
cord of the department ‘of labor, 480
industrial accidents occurred, of which
93 were fatal and 387 resulted ih serious
injuries. 'This is eight more fatal and
13 fewer non-fatal accidents than were
récorded in February. The récord for
March, 1912, was 113 fatal and 356 non-
fatal accidents. The greatest number
of fatal accidents occurred to employees
in the steam ‘rallway service. Of the
‘non-fatal accidents, 116 steam railway
employees were injured. In the metal
