162 Dens Discovered in Toulon
Alone.

Paris, May, 8. — The revelations In
connection with the opium scandals
| at Brest and elsewhere continue. Dur-
i ing the last few weeks numerous dis-
coveries of opium dens have been
made in Brest, Toulon and other naval
ports, and it was knowm that naval
ofticers, as well as civilians, men and
women, frequented the places.

Further inquiries undertaken by
| the naval authorities reveal a state of
| aftairs absolutely undreamed of, It
| appearg that opium smoking in secret
| is something like a general thing in

the French tieet. Not only officers, but
! lower-deck men are slaves to the
| habit. In Brest, Toulon, Cherbourg,

IL.orient, Rochefort, Marseilles and Al-

giers facilities for opium smoking exist
! in abundance. In Toulon alone it has
| heen discovered there are no fewer
{ than 163 opium dens.

Mischief of Hoarding Gold

Signs of It in Far-Away Corners
of the World.

been paying out as little gold as possible
in. order to protect its reserve. Word
comes from Berlin that the German au-
thorities have been their cam-
paign for strengthening the Reichsbank’s
gold stock by an order of the Government
to public financial boards, to pay all =al-
aries as far as Reichsbank

Discussing the persistent scarcity
gold for daily circulation in France, the
Londen Standard’'s correspondent writes
from Paris to London that ‘“‘the minister
of finance points out that the people only
have themselves to blame, seegin that gold
{s undoubtedly being hoarded, and he doe:
not propose to urge the Banque de France
to issue more than usual, for any supple-
mentary gold output wouid probably dis-
appear from circulation like the rest,
thereby lowering the reserves, and per-
haps necessitating a further rise in the
bank rate. Meanwhile the outcery for the
issue of 20-franc notes is becoming louder,
owing to the awkwardness of the cum-
brous 5-franc pieces, which are now used
instead of gold.”

An eminent L.ondon banker notes with
some alarm that the natives of India still
continue to hoard great quantities of gold,
following an immemorial practice. Thus
they weaken the potentia] reserves of the
yellow metal, which might be held by the
great banks of Europe and used as a
basis of credit for the activities of civili-
zation.

For long centuries India has been moted
for the prevalence of the custom of hoard-
ing; and one great monetary authority
has described that country as ‘the sink
of the precious metals.”” When silver be-
gan to depreciate, the Indian peopla were
quick to note the fact, and more than
ever sought to hoard the yvellow metal. It
{s impossible to calculate the amount of
gold and silver hidden away in India.
One guess is a8 good as another, but the
amount must be enormous.

When silver began to be shipped ex-
tensively from Mexico to Spain in the six-
teenth century, and the value of the
white metal depreciated, the fact became
almost immediately known at the capital
of the Grand Mogul in Hindostan, for bad
news prover‘uiully travels fast.

Another, country, with a very poor popu-
lation, the land of Egypt, also is much
given to hoarding gold, a fact noted by
Lord Cromer, Who governed that country
for many years.
