Struggle Intensifies as Germans
and French Become
Panicky.

Cologne, June 29.—Increasing ner-

vVousness has characterized the Ruhr
struggle during the last fortnight.

On the one hand the Germans are
becoming panicky about food sup-
plies, which in several cities have
been cut off as the direct result of
various French administrative meas--
ures. On the other hand. the French
troops are using the firearms with a
recklessness which the most chari-
table can only attribute to nervous-
ness,

There are almost daily reports of

German civilians shot in towns where
a rigorous state of siege prevails as
the result of the murders of French
sentries. In many instances the Ger-
mans claim, with considerable sup-
porting testimony, these shootings
have been committed by the French.
Recently such instances have been
admitted by the French, but it is
generally impossible to traceghe mur-

ders because the French authorities
prevent German investigation and
arrest of witnesses.
