As al­
ready reported the German consul issued 
a counter proclamation encouraging the 
provisional government. Mataafa’s fob- 
lowers thereupon surrounded Apia with 
a view to cutting off the entry of food 
supplies, and the American and British 
ships landed troops for the protection of 
the property of their ' respective nations, 
while thy native camps and villages 
were bombarded. It was on March 14 
that open hostilities thus commenced.

About dusk the rebels made an attack 
on the Britishers at the Tivoli hotel. 
Their tire was returned, but it is net 
known how many were killed. About 
2:30 n.m. the natives made a rush on the 
guard at the Tivoli. Three British sail­
ors were kiHed and one wounded, 
native loss is unknown.

At the request of the British a Maxim 
gun was sent from the Philadelphia to 
the British consulate and with it some 
men. The next day a body of 300 Malie- 
toans had their rifles returned to them 
from the Porpoise and rendered good ser­
vice in clearing the brush. The rebel 
village of Yaialia was burned in order 
to prevent the close approach to tbe 
consulate. .

The German warship Falke attempted 
to leave port on a secret mission, when 
Admiral Kavttz ordered her captain to . 
stay where he was and be ready to af­
ford help to his countrymen. Tbe Falke 
remained.

During Thursday, March 16, matters 
quieted. About dusk the Americans 
fired on a body of Mataafans but not ene

Bafly Friday morning 200 rebels rosk- 
np to within thirty yards of the consul­
ate. The sailors behaved splendidly and 
the natives were repulsed. One Ameri­
can sailor was killed and one British 
shot in both legs.

There is intense feeling against the-

At • the meeting of the consuls and 

senior officers on the flagship, the ad­
miral explain’d his position that under 
the treaty there could be no provisional 
government, and the agreement under 
which it had been recognized, under 
peculiar and trying circumstances, for 
the protection of business and property, 
was just as provisional as the govern­
ment itself. He had to stand by the 
supreme court, and he hoped a plan of 
action would be decided upon for restor- 
big peace to the islands without the in­
tervention of an armed force.

<i rs agreed with the admiral. The Ger­
man consul having accepted the provi­
sional government could not recede from 
that position under any circumstance# 
whatever until he had instructions from 
Berlin.

Later on, after the meeting, Herr Rose 
put his views in writing to the admiral, 
and stated that German warships could 
only act if German property or life were 
to be protected, or in the case of the 
supreme court issuing a warrant of Ar­
rest against individuals. On no other 
ground could German warships interfere, 
and according to instructions under 
which he acted there would be no mili­
tary interference by Germany. He also 
protested against the issue of the procla­
mation by Admiral Kautz, pending in­
structions from the treaty powers; and 
against the return to Apia of the de­
ported Malietoans, which was a menace 
to the peace of Samoa, and he reminded 
the admiral-that the Falke had made no- 
promise to help according to the achnhr- 
al’s proclamation. He was afraid the- 
admiral would do harm by its issue, and 
already people were afraid of the rebels 
around Apia.

A whole family, with the1 exception of 
the father, who was absent from the 
city, are utterly destroyed, the mother 
and three children being burned to 
death. For rapidity and fierceness the 
fire can be compared only to the Wind­
sor hotel fire. The amount of damage 
to property is estimated at about 
$220,000.

The house contained at the time, about 
2 a.m., fourteen persons asleep, and how 
the fire originated is still a mystery. It 
seems certain that an explosion of some 
kind occurred. One who escaped the 
flames, a servant, sustained fatal in­
juries.

When the gutted Andrews house was 
searched the corpses were so charred as 
to be almost beyond positive identifica­
tion. The names of the dead were ascer­
tained more from certain knowledge of 
those who were in the house over night 
than from traces of the living image that 
they retained.

When told of the wip­
ing out of the family, she shrieked and 
fainted. She refused to give her

It is estimated that the Andrews house 
was worth $175,000. The value of the 
contents is not known, but a conservative 
estimate places it at $75,000. The house 
was insured for $145,000. The Adams 
residence was insured for $40,000, on the 
building and $10,000 on the furniture. 
Adams is one of the largest owners of 
flats in this city.

Mr. St. John arrived in the city at 
three o’clock this afternoon, 
at once to his home, being completely 
ignorant of the reason which caused the 
summons to New York, and when he 
saw the ruins of his house and was told 
of the horrible fate of his wife and three 
children he bore np manfully, though it 
was apparent he had to summon all his 
strength to do it. He gazed sadly at 
the place and then went straight to the 
house of L. G Brace. It is expected 
that Mr. St. John will take the bodies of 
hjs wife and children and Mr. and Mrs. 
Andrews to Willoughby, Ohio, for inter­
ment to-morrow.

New York, April 7.—The scene on the 
stock exchange floor this morning was 
ene of wild confusion. Brokers, unable 
to secure further margins on many pro­
perties, jvere obliged to sacrifice them to 
protect themselves. The volume of busi­
ness was tremendous and the selling 
movement obtained more momentum as 
time progressed. The manifest indiffer­
ence of what is termed inside interest 
to secure the course of their specialties 
aroused the apprehension of the holders 
of numerous industrial securities, which 
have been quoted of late, and conse­
quently the declines were more serious 
in properties of this class. An additional 
incentive to the selling was produced by 
the conservative attitude which the 
banks had taken toward this collateral, 
the quotations of the past few days 
being anywhere from 2 to 5 per cent, 
above the figures asked for advances on 
standard railway stocks. The market 
was in -a, panicky condition. The rail­
ways, after an early show of strength, 
broke violently in sympathy with the 
speculation, the high class stocks losing 
over three points.

Call rates for money ranged from C 
to 15 per cent., but left off at the lowest 
figure.

Montreal, April 7.— Montreal people 
lost heavily by to-day's decline in Wall 
Street stocks, though probably not 
enopgh to affect profits in the recent 
boom.

Berlin, April 7.—During the United 
States ambassador’s audience with the 
Emperor yesterday. His Majesty thanked 
the ambassador for his efforts to bring 
about a satisfactory arrangement of 
Samoan affaire.

Mr. White, in an alleged interview, is 
quoted as saying that he does not know 
why Great Britain condemns the atti­
tude of the German representatives at 
Samoa, aisfl assuring the interviewer 
that British-jingoes will not control the 
policy, which, will be based upon the 
ideal of the fraternization 'of the three 
initions.

1 am hopeful, however, that Germany 
will eventually overcome the evil influ­
ences.” In conclusion Sir. White is 
quoted as saying that the American gov­
ernment is strongly inclined to live in 
Harmony with Germany.
